No time was 
lost ln summoning the police and 
Coroner Sisley. Tne body appeared to 
be that of a dark-complexioned man 
of some 35 years, about 5 ft. 8 ln. in 
height. The contents of the pockets and 
the manner of his dress were stated In 
yesterday’s Issue of The World. Under­
taker Hunter of Little York was noti­
fied and brought down a pine coffin 
and into this, after Dr. Sisley had de­
cided that no Inquest was necessary, 
despite the wound on the head, the re­
mains of the dead man were placed 
and afterwards burled In the grave­
yard of Washington Methodist Church. 
This precipitate action has caused 
much comment throughout the Town­
ship of Scarboro, the residents being 
far from satisfied with the steps tak­
en to ascertain the cause of death. Otfe 
theory advanced Is that Grass was 
Intoxicated and ln climbing over the 
fence was killed by striking his head 
on the ground. Another opinion arises 
from the absence from the pockets of 
so well-dressed a man of any money 
or Jewelry. It is likely that the mat­
ter will be further Investigated.

ARTICLES FOR SALE,,Herbert C. Spencer or Lawrenêe, Kan., Ha. 
a Disease Known as Mental Blind­

ness-His Identity Discovered.
Philadelphia, Pa., July 20.—A curious 

case of loss of memory was made pub­
lic yesterday by the Identity of the vic­
tim being discovered. A well-dressed 
young man accosted a policeman on 
the street on March 6 last and told 
him that he was lost and had no rec­
ollection of who he was or where he 
came from. The man was sober, per­
fectly rational, and, aside from his loss 
of memory, well balanced mentally. 
The man’s entire past life was com­
pletely erased from his mind and he 
had no recollection of anything prior 
to the time he spoke to th« policeman.

He was sent to Philadelphia Hos­
pital, and as ho was well educated and 
remembered what he had learned he 
was made clerk to the chief physician 
of the institution. He was given the 
dame • of "George Brant,” and until 
yesterday was known by that name. 
Yesterday Dr. Robinson of Lawrence, 
Kan., a young resident physician at 
the hospital, happened Into the chief 
physician’s office and recognized 
“George’’ as a fellow townsman and 
college chum of his own, named Her­
bert C. Spencer.

Spencer is the son of Selden P. Spen­
cer of Lawrence, Kan., and the last 
his family heard from him was In 
Washington, D.C., on Jan. 27 last. Mr. 
Spencer was telegraphed for and Is 

his way here to take his son 
home. Spencer’s disease Is known as 
amnesia, or-mind blindness. Spencer 
had no recollection of Robinson, and 
could recall nothing of his past life 
when it was repeated to him. 
Essteriay, another townsman of Spen­
cer’s, also Identified him.

Niagara Falls, July 20—A party of 
electrical men arrived to-day. In the 
party were Nicola Tesla, Edward D. 
Adams and William B. Ranklne of the 
Niagara Falls Power Company, and 
Paul D. Cravath, all of New York; 
George Westinghouse and H. H. West­
inghouse of the Westinghouse Electric 
Company of Pittsburg; George Melville, 
Chief Engineer of the United States 
Nnvy, and Theodore N. Ely, Superin­
tendent of Motive Power on the Penn­
sylvania Railroad.

They traveled ln the Westinghouse 
private car and put up at the Cataract 
House. , .

They came to Inspect the works of the 
Niagara Falls Power Company. This 
Is the first visit of Tesla here since the 
monster generators commenced run­
ning.
