The transportation of bodies of those who
have died of smaidipox, yeilow fever, typhus
fever, Asiatic choselw, and bubonic p.ague
is abwolutely forbidden.

Bodles otythose who have died of diph-
theria, scarlet fever, glanders, leprosy,
gnust be prepared for transportation by ar
‘terial injections of disinfectants, stopping of
&l orificés, washing in a disinfectant. After
‘that the body must be enveloped in disin-
dected cotton, wrapped in a sheet, placed
4n a strong coffin or casket, and sabd coffin

vatue.” The proof that the deceased had
been poisoned would then rest on evidence
of the symptom:s exhibited during J/liness
mnd the post-mortem appearances of the
miscons membrane of the stomach and m-

testines.

The majority of the undertakers did not
fnow the composition of the embalming
fluids, as they purchased them from jobbers
who kept the formuiae sacret. :

The arsenical fluids belng cheap and rell-
able were most used. Embalming had be-
come 80 commor: in Ontamic that po suspi-
cion attached to its practice. In cities and
wowns 60 per cent. of conpses were go treat-
ed and in the country 40 per cent.

Such.being the fact, Mr. Mackenzie
thought that a fluid quite as effective for
the embalmer's purpose and devoid of ob-
jectionable qualities from the legal stand-
peint should be dntroduced. Such a-fluid
was a 40 per cent. gsMitfon of formaldehyae,
commonly used by sapitary authorities for
d'sinfectimg purposes. The body of-a sheep
treated with this fluid had been kept two
years, The Government should declare em-
balming with arsenical fluids illegal,

Mr. Mackenzie rear a report alxo on the
diphtheria outbreak in Berlin. He pointed
otit to the board the advisability of the ad-
option of some method of controlling the
antitoxin sold ‘in Ontario so that ‘ts quality
might be sssured.

Information as to the means of emd-
gration, land, advice as to the requirements
of the different provinces may be bad, it is
true, but oniy with difficulty. The agencics
used by other countries are completely
ignored by Canada. There are socletics in
England, motably the Charity Organlzatlon
Society, which could procure reliable emi-
gmants apd which would send those sultable
4o the different provinces.”

“What, for example, do you mean by
the means employed by eother countries?”

“South Africa sends delegates to the so-
cicty and plcks its emigrants, For instance,
a meeting of the (.0.8. was convened, ot
which the Mayor of Grahamstown, South
Africa, was present. He asked the soclety
for 20 mason laborers, with their wlves, {f
possible, and 20 working women. He pro-
mised these werk ard if ¥t were not at once
forthecoming he would provide them: with
free lodging till they began work. or
course ‘their passages were free-and he him-
self became responsible for the whele
scheme. All he asked from the soclety was
that it should guarantee respectable pecple
about whom .the necessary inquirfes had
been made. Of course the Mayor had as-

preclude its helping any but the deserving
noor.”

The society thinks a great deal of persomal
interest and personal work and therefore
provides friendly visitors for the girls of
thedr own wreliglovs denomination or sect.
We are hoping- to establish a branch in To-
ronto and hope that Toronto women will
take an interest and become vigitors; we
have already visitors in St. Hyacinthe,
Quebec, Ottawa and Halifax.”
