cured their desires at the Controllers’ hands,
D, J. O'Donoghue, speaking first, dwelt
upon the faet that the adoption of the
principle meant injustice to no one, that it
ensured man’s lapbor, and put an end to
4 cut-throat system of tendering. In re-
ply to Ald. Leshie, he promised that it
wullld not injure small shops, none of
which were capable, at any rate, of ten-
dering for city work. But the chief stumb-
lug vlock in the way of grauting the pett
tion was the point raised by Ald. Leslie
and Burns that by shutting out shops which
mght pay umion wages, but still have per-

haps one non-union man employed, it would,

serve to drive men into the union. Robert
Glockling cleared up this difficulty by point-
ing out tbat suca non-union men were
enjoying advantages which it cost the
unigns considerable money to acquire for
them. Ald. Hubbard was absent through
illness, /

On motlon of Ald. Leslle, the principle
was adopted, Ald. Burns reserving the
right to oppose the recommendation in
Cguncil should further light on the sub-
Jeet induce him to do so.

Mr, Glockling further intimated to the
Board that delegates to the number of from
125 to 150, representing the International
Brotherhcod of Bookbinders of America,
would convene in this city during the early
part of May.

MORRLITY. OF THE BIBLE.

God Did Not Approve the Immoral
Actions Therein Recorded.

In the Olden Days People Were Berelitof a
Lofty Senseof Morality—Deeds of Dark.
ness Only Recorded, Not Approved—
God Cannot Countcnance Wrong or In-
Justice.

Bishop - Sullivan, preaching at the
noontide service in St, James' Cathedg:l
yesterday on the text, “Shall not the
Judge of all the earth do right?” said:
We are compelled to answer in the
affrmative. Reason herself leaves us no
alternative. We cannot, in the nature
of things, conceive of the Supreme Be-
ing, Himself the embodiment of all moral
perfections, doing or sanctioning any
act or procedure which in itself in-
volves a departure from the straight,
uncompromising line of absolute right.
There fts nothing that appeals so
strongly to the natnral intuitions of
men, aye, even bad men sometimes, as.
the sentiments of morality. Anything,
therefore, which appears to contradict
this sentiment, when found in ‘a book
professing to be a revelation of the
mind of God, becomes, of necessity, a
stumbling block, and prolific source of
perplexity. o

He referred to sldvery and polygamy,
which the Old Testament permitted,
despite their acknowledged sinfulness
and cruelty; to the invocatory psalms,
which breathed .the spirit, not of for-
giveness, but of relentless hatred.
These things were shown on the open
face of Scripture, but the honest seek-
er after truth need not be dismayed.
Such a seeker would do better to meet
these questions face to face.

When these things were written, the
people were living, not in the lignt of
the gospel of Christ, but without the
Bible, without a lofty sense of moral-
ity, not according to our standards, but
to those of the tenth, or twelfth, or
fifteenth century prior to Christ’s com-
ing.

Immoral Actions Not Endersed.

The fact of immoral actions being re-
corded in the Scripture in no way -
validates the fact of its inspiration, or
implies that these actions have the
Divine approval. A large portign of
Scripture is sim({)!y historical, and nence
it must recor facts as they are,
extenuating naught and naught. History
is simply the evolution of human
nature, Historians, whether inspired op
uninspired, are not responsible for th¢
eonduct or character of the men and
women whose lives they pourtray; their
responsibility extends only to the truth-
fulness of the picture they draw. Is it
trde to the life? Is it an accurate like-
ness of the original? This is all they
are accountable for.

AT THE MOUTH OF THE THAMES,

Interesting and Insirmctive Leciure by Mr.
Arthur HMarvey Last Evening at
the Canadian Institute.

“The Distriet at the Mouth of the
Thames’’ is the subject of a paper which
Mr, A. Harvey has recently written, based
upon his many years’ experience fn that
vicinity. Last evening before the Blological
section of the Canadian Institute, Mr. Har-
vey gave his first reading from this work.
This, saild he, is the fern country of On-
tario, and he proceeded to give an account
of the geology and fauna of the district.
Many years ago the land was ou'wivmt&i,
but subsequently it was submerged by the
rise of the lake, amd recently sas become
capable of cultivation again, Underiying
this area is a strata of sait verying ‘'in
thickness from 50 to 800 feet. Fresh
water is extremely scarce. Fever and
ague were at one tme prevalent, but at
present ar unknown.

In dealing with these epldemics Mr. Har-
vey described at some length the hagdship
and suffering of Surveyor Thompson, who
headed a Government expedition through
the, at that time, swamps, about the year
1800,

with a description of the snakes, turties,
frogs and crayfish of .the fens, and stated
that they existed in abundance.
