MUTUAL PREFERENTIAL TRADE.
In the February number of Tbe MrUlsn 

Empire Review Mr. J. B. Perry of this city 
makes a new point In favor of mutual pre­
ferential trade, or rather he makes an oppo­
nent of the scheme prove by his own argu­
ments that a discrimination by Great Bri­
tain In favor of colonial products would 
benefit Great Britain riot less than Canada. 
Tne gentleman he refers to I» Principal 
Grant, who has stated his petition on pre­
ferential trade to the following terms:

"Onr preference, Lho apparently one-sided, 
Is really beneficial all round, probablv 
more so to Canada than to Britain. This 
can be shown very easily. In the first 
place it lowers our burden of taxation by 
lowering the price, not only on British 
goods but of all manufactures that com-
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
