Wettin Not Guelph.

The Almanach de Gotha, with the au-
thority derived from its existence of
some 140 years, likewise pronounces
judgment in the controversy which
has reigned until now on the subject as
to whether Edward VII. of England
was the seventh sovereign of the so-
called Hanoverian dynasty of Great
Britain, or whether he was the first
English monarch of the House of Saxe-
C'oburg-Gotha.,
in favor of the latter view, and those
who claim King Edward as a ruler of
the Hanoverian line may now take a
bacK seat. In one word, the Rritish em=
pire is no longer subject to the sceptre
of the Guelphs, but to that of the Waot=
tins, and it is Wettin that must now
be regarded as the patronymic of King
Edward and of all the members of his
family.

The only Guelphs remaining are the
Duke of Cumberland and Brunswick
and his two sons, the duke being the
only son of the late Xing of Hanover,
and the octogenarian Duke of Cam-
bridge, whose father was the voungest
son of King George III., and who h2s
no legitimate issue, all his children be=-
ing of morganatic birth.
