A BLIZZARD N BRITAIN

Many. 'lowns jsolated, Trains
Stalled and Much Damage Done

—Enormous Snow Drifts.

London, Dec. 20.~The whole of the
United Kingdom is in the grip of a bliz-
zard of exceptional violence and especially
Scotland and the north of Ireland. 1t has
past. forty-eight hours, ac-
companied by very low temperature and a
driving wind that has completely disor-
agnized the northern railway service and
caused suspension or delay to all street
car traffic. Many towns are isolated and
numerous accidents and deaths from ex-
posure have been reported. There also
have been several shipping casualties, but
fortunately these were not attended by
serious loss of life. .

London is covered with a mantle of
snow several inches in depth, while in
Scotland and north of Wales there are
spow drifts several feet in depth, which
have blocked roads and railways. The
cross-channel passenger services and tele-
graph and telephone lines in all directions
have suspended and all out-door labor
has ceased. Farmers are suffering severe-
ly in the loss of cattle and sheep.

The Scotch expreéss, bound for London,
is spowed up eighteen miles from Aber-
deen and the passengers were forced to
spend the night there on board. The Lon-
don express for Aberdeen, also had a sim-
ilar experience. s
