1t is not difficult for any citizen of St.
John to see the merit of this idea. In
the first place, the Suspension Bridge is
_the city’s most notable landmark. The
| younger generations know no other pas-
senger bridge across the falls, and few
older residents remain who can recall to
mind the bridge that preceded it. It has
therefore been wrapped up in the life of
this city and its people, roughly speak-
ing, as long as St. John can remember.

This faithful old’structure—a memento
of the safe and honest building of old-
time workmen, and who did not have
at their command’ :the.-more modern
methods
connecting link for many millions of
foot passengers, horse travelers, and of
late years automobilists. - There is really
no way in which its usefulness as a
bridge can be computed in numbers of
people or tons of freight. Man a plank
flooring ‘has been ‘worn out and scores
of times has the structure been over-
hauled and repaired, while its capital
supports of masonry and cables have
stood the test of decades.

‘What tales the old Suspension Bridge
could tell would fill a large book. Be-
ginning with its troublesome construc-
tion, it has weathered the fiercest storms
that have ravaged. this territory, It has
looked down upon numerous river ‘trage-
dies, has welcomed: the sight-secing visi-
tor, transported big caravans, notably
the Barnum & Bailey’s circus with its
wonderful “Jumbo” elephant; stood the
rush of refugees at the time of the great
fire in 1877, and in every phase of St.
John’s existence for.a Bible lifetime has
the old white bridge been a participating
factor. 3

Should, not this kind of sentiment,
mixed as it is with history, be sufficient
appeal to the people of St..John to make
the sale of souvenirs: a generous source

so rapidly dwindling ‘as the war pro-
gresses? The Timgsithinks well of this
suggestion, that the historic old Suspen-
sion Bridge, which has served this coun-
try and its .people for so many years,
would pass out in a burst of glory in
further serving its country and its flag
in being cut up into cherished mementos
which an appreciative . public would
doubtless gladly purchase.

This paper hands out this idea as it
received it from a citizen. No doubt
there .are plenty of ‘energetic bodies of
young people in town. who could prevail
upon the proper authorities to save a
section of the bridge sufficiently large to
carry out this project. It seems impos-
sible that any business concern would
refuse to handle these properly labeled
mementos over their counters, and if the
scheme is handled in the proper way, it
looks like at least $1,000 for the wives
and children of our heroic boys who are
risking their lives to keep Canada Brit-
ish. . .
