* of Saint John by an elective Commis-

(b) That the said Harry R. Mclellan
as such Commissioner of Public Safety

¢ has taken unto himself and exer-ised
authority and powers belonging solely

i to the non-elective heads of the Depart-
ment of Public Safety, by ordering ap-
pointed, suspended and dismissed ptace
officers and other subordinates servants
of the Department of Public Safety
thereby seriously affecting the discipline

' and eficiency of the said Department
