COLLAPSE OF BOOM
" OF AUSTRALIA IN
THE MOTHER LAND

British Financiers Stand Behind
Canada ‘and Her Position is
Regained

(Times Special Cotrespondence)

London, Sept. 24—A few weeks ago one
could scarcely tdke™up a newspaper without
reading aboytstieradyantages of Australia
In one of the biggest publicity booms of
recent years we were assured that Canada
was to take a back seat and' that the prem-
ier position occupied by the dominion now
belonged to the southern continent.

The Australian wave of popularity was at
its height. AS quickly as it began, so it
ceased, and another example of the
strength and widespread influence:of the
connection betweén .Canada and the old
country was given. As a matter of fact
British capitalists who are heavily inter-
ested in the dominion found that the Aus-
tralian boom was doing their interests a
great deal of harm, and if continued would
have played havoe with the profit of their
investments. Men like Lord Joicey, on of
the wealthiest of Liberal peers, who re-
cently paid nearly half a million dollars
for 23,000 acres in British Columbia, and
Lord Charles Beresford and the group as-
sociated with him, who have heavy hold-
ings of land in four of the provinces, re-
alized that the Australian wave would be
disastrous to their interests; and the word
was passed around that it had to stop.
The very effective measures that were
taken are reflected by the comparative si-
lence of the press as regards Australia and
the resumption of the daily diet of Canadi-
an prosperity.

ENGLAND'S DESERTED LAND

(Times Special Correspondence) ))
London, Sept. 24—Dealing with the exo-
dus of people from this country fo Can-
ada, a London paper which is conducting
an anEStlgatlon into the causes speaks of
the “silent land” and says:

“The e¢ffects. of this depopulatxon are
writ large over the whole country side.
One may drive for miles along the lanes
and between the fields in the south coun-
try without seeing any sign of human life
save a solitary road mender or a hedge
cutter. The emptiness and silence at last
hecome disquieting; it is as if some spell
had been laid on the land rendering it
mute, nor until the country town comes
in slght does the sense that some evil ma-
gic ip at work disappear.”

RAINING THEM
FOR FARMS IN
THE DOMINION

Lords Methuen and Roberts, Earl
Grey and Others in Project to
Provide For Time-Expired
Soldiers

London, Sept. 24—What the British gov-
ernment, has repeatedly been urged to do
is now being taken in bhand by private en-
terprise. For years it has been realized
that this country had a problem of first
importance in providing for its time expir-
ed soldiers, who at the expiragion of their
term of service invaded an already flooded
labor market.

It was urged on the government that
they should meet in an adequate way the
really urgent problem of economic provis-
ion for soldiers. Obviously it was ill advis-
ed to place these men on Canadian farms
until they had some expenence at the
work and the government was' asked to
runedy this defect by establishing train-
ing farms;-but nothing was done.

Now well known agnculturlsts and milj-
tary organizers have started in an under-
taking to provide occupation for discharg-
ed soldiers. Field Marshal Lord Methuen,
Lord Roberts, Earl Grey, Lord Avebury,
Sir Horace Plunkett
Pitkington are behind the Béheme. ='The
plan takes the shape of establishing train-
ing farms to teach the soldier how to farm
Training of a most thorough character will
be given by efficient instructors, and the
soldiers will then be drafted to Canade and
Australia.
