UP ZUIDER ZAE

Gréat Dam Being Comsfiuct:
{ ‘od to Rechisn 80 -
Square Miles

Country Over-populated and
This is Plan to Pro-
vide Room.

_AMSTERDAM, Holland, May 12—
(United Press).—Holland is overpopa-
lated, so she is drying up the Zuider
Zee to Jprovide room for her surplus
people. A huge dam or dyke is being
constructed. It will be 20 miles long,,
costing probably about $28,000,000.
Along the dyke’s wide crest -they
will run a double railway track, as well
as a road: for motor and othcr trafiic.
This new line of communication will
reduce the distance between Amster-
dam and Leeuwarden, for instance,
from 128 miles to approximately 91.

800 SQUARE MILES,

It is estimated the completion of the
entire reclamation scheme, which in-
cludes a large number of minor dykes

sndcs the main dam of Friesland, will

t something like $160,000,000. The

ject is designed to add 540,000 acres,
over 800 square miles, to the land
surface of Holland. On this new “con-
quest,” Holland aims to take care ©of
the excess from a population now in-
creasing at the rate of 100,000 yearly.

LEAVE ONLY LAKE.

Reclamation of these four huge

" chunks of sea bottom will leave a con-

siderable body of water as a bare
remnant of the Zuider. This will be}
known as Ysel lake, shaped like a
two-pronged fork, with the tip of one
prong at Amsterdam and the other at
the mouth of the Ysel, while the base
of the handle will be the North Hol-
land-Friesland dam which is to hold
back the North Sea.

Hundreds of fishers now earn their
living. on the Zuider Zee, especially in
capturing herring and anchovy, and
their protests -against the new enter-
prise have been loud and long. The
warmer, brackish water on the Zuider
suits herring and anchovy extremely
well,

The government has arranged to al-
low a pension to all fishermen over 50
years of age thus thrown out of work.
And government industrial ‘schools - will
be opened to teach the younger anglers
some handicraft, while these will also
be paid an indemnity. Some of the
dlsemployed -probably will be absorbed
in the North Sea fishery.
