FINE FLOWERS.

The display of house plants and low-
ers oflered for sale in the country market
this morning was very fine; but such
blooming plants as those shown by Mr.

Mr. McLean exhibited
a branch about 2} feet long, cut from a
rose bush of the red grant variety, the
branch coutaining eleven blown ruses of
great fragrance and beauty, and five
large buds.

MclLean's faschias are also of surpassing
heauty, one small plant of a new variety,
called the “storm  King,"” containing
blussoms 1§ inches in diameter, and be-
ing over-londed with buds.
