i Collision on the I. C. R. near Rimouski
| Yesterday.

A railway accident of a dreadful char-
| acter occurred on the Intercolonial rail-
! way near Rimouski yesterday morning,
| whereby four men were killed outright
| and three others were injured to agreater
or less extent. A special freight in
charge of Conductor Michaud who is
among the killed, had outrun its orders
and had passed the point where it was
to cross the Quebec express which
in charge of Conductor Letarte, had
left Rimouski a short time before and
rushing along on its journey at the rate
of 30 miles an hour collided with the
special and hurled four persons in an
instant into eternity. There are various
reports in circulation one of which says
| the freight train had been derailed and
| its emgloyes thought they could get it on

the rails again before the express reached
them, so they expected to send out sig-
nals. Another report is that the freight
train failed to get to Rimouski in time
to be safe because it was an extra heavy
train. It is quite clear however that there
was serious neglect on the part of some
person and again is the expression heard
somebody has blundered. These biun-
ers unfortunately do mnot result in
the loss of property alone, but in
| the loss of valuable lives as in this case.
| Among the killed also is Mr. Horace

Moral Progress in Great Britain.
Some interesting statistics have re-
cently been compiled concerning the
number of criminal commitments in
England by comparison with former
times. It seems that thirty years ago,
when the population of England and
Wales was about 19,250,000, the average
number of penal servitude sentences was
2,589. At the end of 1887, when the pop-
ulation had risen to 27,750,000, the aver-
age number was only 962. On the last
day of 1869 there were 11,660 persons
undergoing sentences of penal servitude
in England and Wales, out of a popula-
of 21,681,000. In July, 1888, with a pop-
ulation of nearly 28,000,000, the number
of convicts had fallen to 6,921. This
showing is justly regarded with much
satisfaction by the press and those inter-
ested in the moral progressof the nation.
