“TRANING SOLDERS

New York, March 28.—National Lea-
gue baseball parks may be thrown open
to the government for the  training of
soldiers. Gow. John K. Tener, president
of the league, today declared he had no
doubt that if the need arises the Na-
tional’s magnates will be ready to do
anything in their power to help the
country wage war to a successful end.

“I do not believe the magnates are
contemplatmg just ndw the possibility

their grounds being needed, but if
th‘t need should arise and the govern-
ment should call, our magnates, I am
certain, would gladly give their grounds
over for the purpose-of training.
