Settlement Means Much' to
Camp—Development Will
Be Actively Carried on

Nelson, B. C., Aug. 2—R.’S. Lennte,
who returned yesterday from Slocan,
made announcement of the consolida-
tion of the Slocan Star and John M.
Harris interests, which will remove
from the Slocan camp the incubus of
litigation which for the last ten years
has retarded progress. The litigation
which has tied up some of the most
important properties of the Slocan in-

volved the Slocan Star. Rabbit Paw
and Heber Fraction. 1t involved the
adjustment of extra lateral rights and
was started by the Star Mining and
Milling Company, Limited, in an action
‘for trespass against the Byron N.
White Company. Mr. Lennie was one
of the counsel engaged in the litigation
and it is through his efforts that par-
ties have at last been . brought te-
gether. He has formulated the propo-
sition by which the whole of the
properties involved will be consolidat-
ed and acquired by the company under
the name of the Slocan Star Mines,
Lté.

This proposition has been accepted
By Byron N. White and John M. Har-
ris, subject to the ratification of direc-
-tors of the existing companies.

The properties to be taken over by
the new company are the Rabbit Paw,
Meber Fraction mineral claims, being
the whole of the property of the Star
Mining and Milling Company, Ltd,
and the following minergl claims on
the west side of Sandon Creek: Slo-
ean Star, Jennie, Silversmith, Windsor,
Shogo, Minnesota, Bella Downe, Millie,
Whistler Fraction, Pembroke, together
with the mill site of the Byron N.
White Company, with its coneentrator,
water rights, flume lines and all of
which wHl be operated by the new
coOmpany.

At present Andrew €. Larson, M. E,
of Vancouver, is making an examina-
tion of the properties and will advise
the ‘"uew eompany as to the best plans
for future dcvelopment. The company
expects development to be in full pro-
gress this fall, and te make shipments
of ore and ceneentrates this winter.
This will mean a great revival of min-
ing in Slocan and the return of pros-
‘perity to the' country.

The Star Company alome has paid|
over $500,000 in dividends, while the
Slocan as a whole bas paid in: divi-
dends §5,900,000.

TENDERS FOR HUDSON _
BAY RAILWAY OPENED

Contracts Will Soon Be Award-
ed—Waork to Start Before
September 1

Ottawa, Aug. 2.—The active pro-
gramme for the construction of the
Hudson Bay Railway will be made im-
mediately following the Government’s
decision to construct the railway itself.
Surveys were completed and tenders
asked for last June for the construc-
tion of the first 200 miles - extending
from Pas Mission, Keewatin Territory,
to Thicket Portage and running in a
northeasterly direction through the
primitive country north of the Sas-
katechewan rivet. Tenders were -open-
ed this afternoon. In all eight were re-
ceived, but the choice, it is said, was

narrowed down to  two, those sub-
mitted by J. D. Macarthur of Winni-
peg, and M. J. O’'Brien. Both of these
tenders, it is said, were of a very sat-
isfactory character. However, these
will have to be gone into in detail be-
fore an official announcement of the
awarding of the contract will be made.
It is the intention of the Government
to start the work eof the comstruction
at the earliest possible time and it is
regarded as likely that the suecessful
contraétor will be at work before Sep-
tember 1. Canstruction of the railway
will commence from the north end of
the government bridge over the Sas-
katchewan at the Pas. If, as is preb-
able, Port Nelson is selected as the
terminal port, the railway will be ap-
praximately 500 miles in length, " and
the Government anticipates putting
down a ceonsiderable portion of the
first 206 miles of road bed provided for
by present contract before the advent
of winter. -

ENCOURAGING REPORTS

R L Borden 1F'ries to Induce
‘Premier Whitney to Aid
 Him in Ontario

Ottawa, Aug. 2.—Conservative lead-
ers frankly admit their only hope of
beating the government is by making
a gain of at least fifteen seats in On-
tario. R. L. Borden has no hope of do-
ing any better in Western Capada than
in 1908. In the Maritime provinces most
optimistic Conservatives only venture
a prediction of a net gain of three or
Tour seats. In Quebec mot more than
four straight Conservative candidates
stand any chance of election. The
party looks to the Nationalists to earry
some  seats, but best advices are that
Messrs. Bourassa and Monk will cen-
tre their efforts enly on very few seats
and there is ne deubt Sir¥ Wilfrid will
hold the province by practically the
same majority he now has. In Ontario
Mr. Borden’s chief reliance is now In
inducing Premier Whitney to jump
into the fight with the whole organiza-
tion and prestige of the provincial gov-
ernment. Strong pressure is at work
on Premier Whitney, but he is holding
off, recognizing the fact that if he
enters into clese and active alliance
with the federal Tories he will antag-
-onize thousands of Ontario electors
who vote for him in the provincial con-
test although for Lawurier on federal
poliey.

Liberal leaders are indifferent as to
whether Sir James joins active forces
with Mr. Borden or not. They say
they can carry a majority of the On-
tario seats on the reeiprocity issue,
 even in spite of the strongest efforts of
the provincial gevermment, and if
Premier Whitney jumps vigerously in-
to the fight they say it will mean his
 defeat in the mext provineial eleetions,
since he came into power by the Lib-
eral vote which was switehed to him
from Premier Ross.

Sir ‘Wilfrid and his followers confi-
dently look for a majority of at least
fifty and this conviction i{s being daily
strengthened by reports received from
various constituencies.

CARPENTERS CONTENT.

Weould

Aceept Present Scale Until

May, 1912.

[ A communication has been sent by
the Carpenters Union to the secretary
‘of the Builder's Exchange, for con-
sideration by that bedy at its next
meeting on August 7. The letter is to
'the effect that if the employers will
guarantee that the present cenditions
of wages and hours will prevail until
May 1, 1912, the men will be satisfied.
This means that they will not insist
on the increase of twenty-five cents
per day which they say was promised
them in the agreement which settled
the strike in May last.

The agreement was a written one.
It stated that from the date of its fs-
'sue, earpenters wages were to be $4.25
per day for three months. It provided
also that by Julx I a seeend agreement
was to be signed by the master builders
and was to go into effeet on the first
of August, giving the men a further
fncrease of twenty-five cents thus
i bringing the total pay up to $4.50. The
anxiety of the men has been aroused
just mow, becausc that second agree-
ment has net been signed.

HEAT OF BOILING LAVA.

New York, Aug. 2—The Carnegie
foundationr secientists, who went to
Hawail some time age to solve a num-
ber of questions about volecanoes have
just succeeded in testing the tempera-
ture of the boiling lava at the voleano
of Kilawea. Their first  thermometer
was eaten up by chemical action, and
the second was erushed by floating
lava blocks, but on the third attempt a
pyrometer was lowered inte the lava
and registered 1,016 degrees centigrade,
equivalent to 1,750 degrees Fahrenheit.

This is the first reeord ever made of
the heat in the boiling lava.
