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Hon. Mr. Jones—tHow could money 
be used when the offer was that there 
should be no election If I agreed to his 
terms? This statement has been pub­
lished and Mr. Simms has not. denied 
that he mscde it.

Mr. Smith—No one can say that Mr. 
Simms offered to let Mr. Jones go in 
without a contest.

Hon. Mr. Jones—You seem to be
thoroughly conversant with all Mr. 
Simms’ movements and ideas. I court 
the fullest investigation into all the 
circumstances connected with this mat­
ter and if it can be shown that I was 
aware of any unfair methods in con­
nection with this election I will not on­
ly resign my seat, but my position in 
the government, 
the names of certain persons as be­
ing the only individuals in the court 
t-oom when he arrived, but there were 
several others present whom he has not 
named.

Simms has stated

I had arrived at the court 
some time before Mr. Simms and was 
sitting in the barristers’ room.
Bible to. which reference has been made 
was there at the time, for I used it to 
swear the deputy sheriff to an affidavit. 
When Mr. Simms came into the bar­
risters’ room I left it and went into the 
court room and remained there. The 
Bible was in the barristers’ room when 
$ left It. I have it from Mr. Foster, the 
depfuty sheriff, that Simms told him 
shortly before twelve that he did not 
know whether he would run or not.

It was after 12 o'clock before Simms 
presented himself with his nomination 
papers and I know that an investiga­
tion will establish this fact. But while 
this is true I felt that it would be best 
not to allow him to have a grievance, 
and I advised the sheriff tb accept the 
nomination papers. The sheriff re­
fused. Simms says that I examined 
his nomination papers arid that I was 
sitting at the clerk’s desk with two 
others. It can be easily proved that I 
did not sit near the clerk’s desk. I 
did not examine the paper and it never 
was in my hands. These misstate­
ments on the part of Simms show that 
he was hardly conscious of what he 
was doing. I never saw a man in a 
greater state of excitement. With re­
gard to the Bible or what became of it 
I know absolutely nothing about it. I 
did not know where it was then and 
I do not know now. It is believed on 
all sides in Carleton county that 
Simms did,not wish to run. I am in­
formed that Mr. Boyer, who was the 
witness to Simms’ nomination paper, 
said to the sheriff and also to the de­
puty, after the sheriff had refused his 
paper, that that was just what 
they wanted for they did 
not desire any election. The 
sheriff of Carleton is a respectable 
man and he belongs to a respectable 
family, and he has many friends who 
believe in him. The people who know 
the sheriff and know Mr. Simms pay 
no attention to Mr. Simms’ charges.

Referring to the financial criticism of 
the hon. member for, Carleton County 
(Fleming), I may say that considering 
the weakness of his case his speech 
showed great ability. He made a point 
that the deficit of the Grand Falls 
Water Power company was placed 
among the receipts for the year. That 
is the proper place for such items.

My honorable friend has been very 
free in his criticism of lawyers. We 
expect that. The only question we 
have to ask are, was it right to press 
our claim on the representation mat­
ter? and if so, who was better qualified 
than the attorney general? I do not 
think his charge was, excessive. The 
same is true in regard to the fishery 
matter.

Hon. Mr. Jones moved the adjourn­
ment.

The house adjourned at 6 o'clock till 
Monday.

This is the'expectation, 
but it will be found that parliaments 
are about all alike and fhat while the 
road to a short session, like the road 
to a mythical terminus of ancient and 
possibly inspired history, is paved with 
good intentions. It does not expedite 
travel. Parliaments are made up of 
good men, but unfortunately for them­
selves and the country they represent, 
they acquire the gift of gab very 
pidly and feel it their duty to put 
themselves on record in the pages of 
Hansard as vigorously standing up for 
the interests of their constituents. To 
abolish Hansard would be to greatly 
shorten the session, 
some day, but not in the present gener­
ation.

Mr. Taylor wanted thé min­
ister to delay the bill until a practical 
test had been made at the central agri­
cultural farm as to whether the con­
tents of three of these boxes would fill 
a barrel, but Hon. Mr. Fisher declined 
to await the test. Fisher evidently 
had no faith in his own boxes.

DEATH OF CAPT. S. F. SCOTT.

Former Resident of Vancouver Killed 
at Victoria.

(Vancouver World.)
Word was received here yesterday of 

the death, as the result of an accident, 
of Captain Samuel F. Scott, a resident 
of this city some years ago.

According to the advices received, 
Captain Scott was struck by a loco­
motive in Astoria on Wednesday and 
instantly killed. He attempted to cross 
the track in front of the locomotive and 
slipped, falling across the rails. Be­
fore he could regain his feet, the engine 
struck him, crushing hie life out. At 
the time of his death Captain Scott 
was master of the gasoline schoonèr 
Chetco.

The deceased was well known in 
shipping circles all along the coast, as 
well as in this city.

Captain Locke, pilot of the C. P. R. 
steamer Princess Victoria, is a brother- 
in-law of the deceased, and came to 
this country with him as chief officer 
on the West Indian.

Captain - S. F. Scott was born in the 
north end. He sailed out ot St. John 
for quite a long time, his first square 
rigged vessel being the Belle Walters. 
At one time he carried on a ship chan­
dlery business in Fleetwood, England. 
He also resided for a time in Liverpool, 
and was commander of a steamship 
trading to the Mediterranean. Capt. 
Scott also resided for a time in India. 
He afterwards resided in England and 
bought a vessel, taking her out to the 
Pacific. He meule his home for a time 
at Victoria, В. C. Capt. Scott was 
twice married. Hi* wives were sis­
ters, the Misses Lockes, of Halifax. 
The first wife died in India. A family 
and his second wife survive him. Two 
brothers reside In the United States.

Sessional in­
demnity of six members of government, 
$3,000. Coach hire for members exe­
cutive, $693. A grand total of $24,066. 
This is equal to over $80 a day for 
every working day of the year and is 
exclusive of the amounts paid as hos­
pital commissioners or the travelling 
expenses of the executive. The mem­
bers of the executive cost this pro­
vince over $80 a day last year for each 
working day, and yet when the poor 
farmers of Carleton Co., whose crops 
had been ruined by storms two years 
In succession applied for relief to as­
sist them to procure seeds, th^ paltry 
sum of $150 was all that was sent them, 
and I am glad to say that the 
farmers had spirit enough to unani­
mously vote to ‘ send the money back,

Into a considération of the financial af­
fairs of the province, In reply to the 
hon. member from Carleton, I would 
like to refer at some length to the re­
cent election in Carleton Co. in respect 
to which I have been attacked. I feel 
that as this is the first opportunity that 
has been afforded of dealing with this 
subject, it Is due to myself, to the 
members of the government and the 
members of this house, that I should 
state fully what occurred in connection 
with the Carleton election so far as 
the facts came under my own observa­
tion. This is the more necessary as It 
is a matter in regard to which false 
reports have been published. The hon. 
member from Carleton who spoke yes­
terday was pleased to make certain re­
ferences to myself personally and I 
thank him for them, but I understand 
that when the question of opposing me 
was referred to him, his opinion was 
that I should be opposed If I could be 
defeated, but if not that there should 
be no opposition. In other words, to 
defeat me It they could do it. I may 
say that when my appointment as a 
member of the government was made 
known It was well received In Carle­
ton Co. I had assurances from leading 
members of the opposition that they 
would give me their support. And I 
would like to say here at the outset 
that I do not think that the hon. mem­
ber who spoke yesterday had anything 
to do with the candidature of Mr. 
Simms. I fear that I cannot say as 
much for his colleague, whom I regret 
is not in his place. When I returned 
to Woodstock after my appointment 
he was there endeavoring to 
work up opposition to me. I am 
told that he was at a meeting 
of the leaders of the opposition who 
decided that I was not to be opposed.

BOSTON MARKETS.
FROM NEW ZEALAND.

Spruce Lumber ie Scarce and no 

Prospects That Output Will be
Arthur Downes Does Not 

Like the Government 
There.

Increased.

4

BOSTON, March 24,—Not only Is the 
present supply of spruce lumber Inade­
quate to the growing and urgetot de­
mand, but there are no prospects that 
the output will be increased to anp 
considerable extent tor quite a while. 
The comparatively few winter mills 
are running to extreme capacity, with 
orders far ahead; and. It any special 
and Immediate want can be Allied at 
once, the price Is apt to be $1 above 
the regular rate. The season In Maine 
Is unusually cold and backward, and 
the prospect Is that It will be very 
late In April before the spring mills 
get started up so that lumber ship­
ments can be made by water.

Reports from Maine state that all 
the important lumber camps of the 
Kennebec system have closed. 
Kennebec cut will fall short of that of 
the previous winter by a strong quar­
ter. The larger storage basins are In 
better condition this year than ever 
for holding water, and there will be 
no necessity of taking chances with 
the early freshet, but the logs can 
safely be held back until the water 
begins to fall. The quotations :

Employment is Restricted Under the 

Present Laws—Railroad Trav­

elling is Cheapo

Arthur Downes, an English gentle­
man, who has spent sixteen profitable 
years in the sheep farming business in 
New Zealand, is at the Royal.

Speaking to the Sun, Mr. Downes 
said the government wan becoming too 
socialistic to suit him. Neither the em­
ployer or the employed were in a sat­
isfactory position, although of course, 
the laws are being made ostensibly in 
the interests of the latter.'

“Under the stringent laws now in 
force,” said Mr. Downes, “employment 
is restricted. An arbitration board, 
which is a branch of the supreme 
court, fixes the rate of wages that 
must tie paid for each class of work 
and also regulates the number of hours 
to be worked, and decides whether pay­
ment by the piece or a flat rate shall 
prevail.”

Mr. Downes said the climate of. New 
Zealand was all that could be desired, 
and the country is in a generally pros­
perous condition at the present time, 
although deeply in debt. "Government 
ownership of railways he thought was 
partly satisfactory, although graft was 
rampant.

The public works of the country, 
such as railroads are constructed by 
what is known as tlje co-operative lab­
or system. For instance, if a railroad 
Is to be built. Instead of awarding the 
contract to one individual or company, 
the work Is given out in little parcels 
to six or a dozen men. These men are 
supplied with tools by the government 
and by this method the cost to the 
country Is much greater than by the 

was formerly highly profitable ordinary contract method.
Travelling by railway can be done 

very cheaply In New Zealand. Ав an 
Instance of this Mr. Downes said that 
an expenditure of $40 would permit one 
to ride over all the government rail­
ways of the country for six months.

ed monthly and then there might be 
some way of getting at the facts just 
hdw these expenses were Incurred and 
place the responsibility where it be­
longed.

FREDERICTON, N. B., March 23. — 
The house met at three o’clock. The 
preliminary business was quickly dis­
posed of and the orders of the day 
called, when Mr. Flemming said: 
do not propose ‘ to detain the house at 
any great length, as the subjects of 
the provincial finances has been pret­
ty well discussed. Sion, members must 
have noticed the changes in the line 
Of the prime minister’s address. The 
glowing charm With which he began 
his speech was almost convincing, but 
towards the close he became petulant 
and boastful. Mnch-has been said in 
this house about the development of 
the Grand Falls , water power. The 
members of the government boast as 
though they had created the falls and 
contributed that great na&ufaj re­
source to the province. They derive 
consolation from the fact that a com­
pany which has been given great privi­
leges at the falls - have made the ne­
cessary deposit as required by law. I 
shall be very glad to see this enter­
prise carried to a successful issue.

The premier took much credit to him­
self that he required the report of the 
auditor general to be published within 
two months after the close of the fis­
cal year. If the report were intelli­
gible to the ordinary mind this would 
undoubtedly be a good thing, but as 
a matter of fact the auditor general’s 
report is so intricate that the mem­
bers of the government themselves can 
scarcely glean- therefrom the true state 
of the province’s finances. The pre­
mier’s reference to the bye-elections 
was particularly belligerent. I shall 
not discuss the question except to re­
fer briefly to those in Westmorland 
and Carleton. I should not have ad­
verted to this at all had the premier 
not in a moment of anger attacked 
u» last night. We in Carleton county 
would have been glad to have 
allowed the new solicitor gen­
eral to have taken his honors un­
opposed, to show our esteem of him as 
a gentleman and a man well thought 
of In the country. But because we did 
this we are accused of cowardice by 
the premier who says that we dare not 
put up a fight. Generosity seems lost 
on the premier and the gentlemen op­
posite, and I can teH - him here and 
now that we will not treat him nor 
the government so generously another 
time. I am ready to meet the govern­
ment in a fair fight at any time and 
tell the premier and the government 
that whenever the constituency of Car­
leton Is again open It will be no walk­
over for the government candidate. In 
the future we In that county will give 
them all the fight they want.

In regard to the question of educa­
tion, it is one thing to talk glowing 
generalities and another to do some­
thing of importance to better the sys­
tem. As a matter of fact, the ex­
penditure last year on education was 
$9,000 less than the year before. It is 
offered in explaqjitipn that 400 country 
schools werç closed.. That, Is not cre­
ditable to the government^

The premier suggests that the coun­
ty fund be increased. I .would sug­
gest that the government. restore the 
10 per cent. It took away from the 
teachers a few years ago.

The premier seems to be having a 
good deal of trouble with the govern­
ment at Ottawa to secure the rights 
of the province and he tells us of the 
great courage the government have 
exhibited in pressing the claims of 
the province. A glance at the audi­
tor general’s report Will show that hon. 
members of the government can afford 
to be courageous and I have no doubt 
theY will continue to be courageous so 
long as the provincial revenue holds 
out. *

Two striking things appear In the 
St. John Telegraph of yesterday: a 
picture of the premier, which was a 
fairly good likeness, and a statement 
that the country has a surplus of $16,- 
000, which to entirely incorrect. Since 
that Journal received about $80,000 
from the provincial treasury quite re­
cently, we all understand the joke. On 
page 5 of the auditor’s report we find 
the net debt of the province given as 
$3,416,634.62 at the end of the past fis­
cal year, as compared with a net debt 
of $8,213,946.03 the previous year and 
$3,074,140.93 in 1902. This shows an In­
crease In 1903 of $137,805.10, and an In­
crease of $201,688,69 last year over the 
year previous. Last year was notable, 
too, as producing the largest revenue 
the province every enjoyed, yet not­
withstanding this buoyant and Immense 
revenue, we find this government ’ pil­
ing up the debt. Going back over the 
financial reports, we find that the net 
debt of the province has Increased dur­
ing thp ten years from 1893 to 1902 at 
an average rate of $91,866. In 1903 the 
debt wjl piled up some $137,805, while 
last year, 1904, the sum of $201,688 was 
added, to the debt of the province. 
These figures are alarming. They are 
worthy of thought by gentlemen on 
the oppqrfite side of the house. Under 
the present administration, with a 
large Increase in revenue, yet the debt 
is going up at a tremendous rate.

The» government claim 
from $10,000 to $40,000 every year, the 
debt of the province Increases every 
year from $90,000 to $210,000, and last 
year the government paid the bank 
$15,000 Interest on overdrawn account.
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LOCAL LEGISLATURE
FREDERICTON, N. B., March 22,— 

The house met at three o'clock.
The house went Into committee on 

the bill respecting life and accident In­
surance.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said quite a num­
ber of changes were desirable and it 
was thought better to frame a new bill 
which will apply to contracts already 
existing as well as those to be made to 
the future. The leading idea of the bill 
is that insurance belongs to the man 
who insures and he may change the 
beneficiary where no consideration has 
passed. Another provision is that suits 
may be brought against the company 
In the province reggrdlesg of where the 
head office of the company may be. 
The application of the insured is no 
longer to be considered part of the 
contract and the statements in it that 
are not correct shall not void the policy 
unless the. court considers it material 
to the contract. Another provision of 
the bill is that if a policy has been ef­
fected and premiums paid by- the in­
sured with intent, to defraud his credi­
tors, the creditor shall be .entitled to 
receive out of the sum „secured -r. an. 
amount equal to the premiums paid..

Mr. Hazen—I- understand, this ЬШ

The order-tif the day being called 
Hon. Mr. Tweedlti explained the provi­
sion made for meeting the debentures 
soon -to fall due. The sum «f. -$3,160 
\vas spent on" exhibitions. Sometimes 
doubts are expressed as to the wisdom 
of this expenditure.

Looking at the St. John exhibition, 
where the receipts amounted to about 
$32,000, It seems to me that too much 
money was expended on salaries in pro­
portion to the amounts given for prizes. 
In some places complaints have been 
made that exhibitions are degenerating 
Into mere shows. For the agent gen­
eral in London we paid the sum of 
$1,000. This gentleman expends much 
more than that on visitors from this 
province who go to London. We pro­
pose to increase the almount of his 
Allowance this year to ^2,000.
We have now an application before us 
from Commissioner Cbombs of the Sal­
vation Army, who proposes to bring 
out working men and servants—girls 
of good character. They are thrifty 
people who wish to better their condi­
tion and also people with some capital. 
The army is able to locate these peo­
ple and take care of them through Its 
agencies, and the total cost to the pro­
vince will not exceed $.3 a head. We 
are considering the advisability of ad­
opting this proposition to "a limited ex­
tent. We think the experiment to well 
■worth trying. But if we wish 
to have emigration we must 
have industries so that the 
people can obtain employment when 
they come here. If the Industries which 
are to be developed by the Grand 
Falls water power reach our expecta­
tion they will prove a powerful emi­
gration agency, for wherever there Is 
employment labor will follow. I think 
that the dominion government should 
pay more attention to these eastern 
proyincea and allot a portion of» thp 
emigration expenditure to them Instead 
of sending all the emigrants to the 
Northwest. We expended $2,900 on the 
Champlain tercentenary. Some peo­
ple objected to this, and I had my own 
doubts on the subject. I -think that 
when people desire to get up a celebra­
tion they should help themselves. This 
province gives more money to the»pëo- 
ple than any other in the dominion. 
The result is disastrous to public 
spirit, -for the people expect the gov­
ernment to do everything." People 
ought to learn to help themselves. One 
good public spirited citizen Is worth 
more than all the government can give. 
The expenditure on account of the deaf 
and dumb institution, Fredericton, am­
ounted to $910.

Mr. Hazen—What about the St. John 
Institution?

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—We , propose, to 
give it the usual grant. Moat of the 
deaf and dumb children are there now 
and the school is reported to be In a 
flourishing condition. _

The expenditure on education was 
$206,745. The government could not 
aid St. Joseph’s and Mt. Allison colle­
ges because they- are not part of the 
education : system of the province.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie went into the 
Items of expenditure in detail.

1 The matter of the advance of $30,000 
to the New Brunswick Railway and 
Coal Co. will come up later and I will 
be prepared to justify the action of the 
government to the fullest extent. We 
ceuld not afford to allow this Import­
ant enterprise to drop. I feel satis­
fied that this road will be taken over 
by the G. T. P. and will be a feeder for 
the winter port of St. John.

The premier pointed out that Mr. 
Walnwright was surprised at the good 
condition of the- »road and contended 
that -it soon- would pay handsomely.

Mr. - Flemming moved the adjourn­
ment of the debate. The house ad­
journed at 10.30.
