The area of cul-
tivation is subject to reduction in case of
rough, scrubby or stony land after report
by Homestead Inspector on application
for patent.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may take a purchased homestead
in certain districts. Price, $3 per acre.
Duties—Must reside X months in each
of three years, cultivate 50 acres and erect
a house worth $300.
