MONCTON NEWS

Wm. L. Prince Dead--Rev. Jas.
Hogg Passed Away at Winni-
peg. .

Moncton, N. B., Dec. 17—(Special)
—Wiiliam L. Prince, one of the oldest re-
sidents in this section, passed away last
night at his home in Lewisville, after
being confined to his house for three
weeks. Deceased was employed in the I.
C. R. audit office up to a few years ago
and up to the time of his last illness was
remarkably active for his years. He re-
membered Moncton when it was a village,
and has spent the greater part of his life
here. He was 84 years old and survived
his wife, who died at the age of 86 but
two months ago. He was brother of the
late Rev. John Prince and uncle of Prof.
Simon Newcombe of Washington. One
son, George N., and one daughter, Miss
E. D. Prince, survive him. With M.
Prince’s death is removed a citizen well
versed in the city’s history.

D. I. Welch received a telegram this
morning from Winnipeg stating that Rev.
James Hogg died there at 11 o’clock yes-
terday morning. Rev. Mr. Hogg was well
known in Moncton and throughout the
maritime provinces. He was the pastor
of the Moncton Presbyterian church for
many years and went west to Winnipeg
about nineteen years ago and has labor-
ed there ever since. He paid his last
visit to Moncton two or three years ago.
His wife died some years ago.

Prof. Singleton is not coming to Monc-
ton to take charge of St. John’s Presby-
terian church, the reason being that he
has been offered greater inducements to
remain in Pictou, N. S., where he has
been for a few months. The Moncton
church offered Prof. Singleton a salary of
$600 a year, which was quite an advance
on the remuneration received by any pre-
vious organist of this church. But Pic-
tou church has gome one better.

The extracts reproduced by M. le Bou-|
langer irom a represcntaiive Japanese |
magazine are of such vital import for all
| Americans that the Herald considers it a
public duty to publish a translation of the
article in extenso. It reads as follows:

“Underlying the San Francicco school
iincident, the importance of which was
judiciously pointed out in the Echo de

’aris recently, there is something more
than a little transitory irritation, winked
at by the American authorities, aga.nst
Japanese labor, which is becoming. too

plentiful in California. As a matter of
fact, it boars witness to a disquieting dis-
position in Americans; it testifies to their
constantly increasing aversion for the yel-
low races.

“It is undeniable that the governments
in Washington and Tokio are de irous of
maintaining reace. But it is im. ossible to
uproot an insbinctive and logical aversion
for the yellow peoples which exists in ‘the
| hearts of American citizens. And the germ |
|of a war in the near future is contained |
in that aversion.
| “This war is inevitable; the geograph- |
'jeal situation of the two countries, a keen
! comme-cial rivalry, the enccunter of two
distinct imperialisms in a certain region of
the world are so many sources of com-
plications that can only lead to an appeal
to the force of arms. |

“In Japan, indeed, no one has any illu-
| sions on this source. An indication of this
effect is contained in the following in-
stance: :

““Nakahashi Tokugoro, the eminent pres-
ident of the Osaka Shosen Kaisha, one of
/the biggest Japanese ship;ing companies,
has made a special study of the question
of a forthcoming war between his native

country and the United States. In
speeches and with the pen he is constant-
‘ly treating of this grave and thrilling sub-
ject, is continually urging his countrymen
to prepare for it. And they ask ncrtih'ingx
better than to follow his counsel. The
conviction that an open conflict between
the United States and Japan is inevitable
iis not of recent growth so far as he is
. concerned. At the very moment when the
Mikado’s armies were triumphing over our
valiant but unfortunate Russian allies,’
Nakahashi Tokugoro .continued to give
sage advice to his countrymen, rendered
heedless by victory. He urged them to
prepare for ‘a second trial, one that would |
be severer, longer and more dangerous.” |

“Mr. Nakahashi Tokugoro’s declarations
are worth consideration, for they are ac-
cepted as by the enterprising poli-
tsicia.ns of the young empire of the Rising

un. |

““On each side of the Pacific; he says,
‘the same effort is being made to thwart
Japanese expansion. As the obstacle on
the west paralyzed our development, Ja-
ipan pnnged into war with Russia.

“‘But a second adversary is noiselessly
drawing near on the ocean highway, an
adversary who may be of far greater dan-
ger to our commerce, as he advances more
discreetly, less’ noisily and attract less
attention. This adversary is so well
equipped to embarrass and impoverish us
that before long he will be for us a source
of serious difficulties. The progress of our
first enemy was stopped_, thanks- to our
cammons, and the danger was dissipated;
but a greater effort will be required to
defeat our Eastern enemy than was re-
quired to destroy the Moscovite Power.
The Japanese people is being lulled to
sleep by its victonies; it disdains the in-
sults and threats directed at it from San
Francisco. I am compelled to remind it
of its duty.

“The foregoing memorable lines were
written by Mr. Nakahashi Tokugoro in
July, 1905, and published in the Taigo,the
| Revue des Deux Mondes of Japan.In the
same article the Japanese writer laid spe-
cial stress on the cutting of the Isthmus
of Panama, an enterprise which, in his
eyes, increased fourfold the danger, al-
ready so great, that American imperial-
ism oomstitutes for the empire of the Mi-
kado.

In this way the
United States would be expelled from the
Asiatic - region of which the shores are
washed by the world’s greatest ocean; the
effect of American imperialism would not
Jonger be felt in the Far KEast, and the
progress of Japanese imperialism would no
longer be hampered. The United States

with the vast American continent which
stretdhes its immeasurable length toward
the South Pole, and Japan would derive
incalculable benefit from this American
defeat, as the development of China would
fall undivided to its lot.

“A little later, however, Nakahashi To-
kugoro began to regard an encounter be-
tween the two imnerialisms as imminent.

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Quite recently he wrote that neither Ger-
many nor Russia would seck to provoke a
conflict in the Far East. France was even
less to be considered. Nakahashi Toku-
goro disdainfully dismissed the idea of
France as an adversary, remarking that
she has forfeited the right to a predomin-
ant position in the world and to be con-
sulted on questions concerning Asia.

. “*“The Roosveltian Republic,’ says Na-
kahashi Tokugorof ‘has recently launched
into naval construction on a large scale.
Its determination to develop its influence
in the Far East is clearly apparent.’

“In short, the antag-nism existing be-
tween the United States and Japan, both
desirous of securing the mastery of the
Pacific, is, according to Nakahashi Toku-
goro, becoming steadily more threatening.

“This has caused “the director of the
Osaka Shosen Kaisha, a most thoughtful
writer, to measure Japan’s chances of vic-
tory in such a war.

“‘Let us suppose that the encounter be-
tween the Japanese and American navies
is postponed until after the complation of
the Panama Canal; more than half the
fleet of the United States would certainly
be sent into the Pacific through that newly
opened door. Con equently, Japan 1aust at
once place on the stocks a number of shiys
equal to the number that the United
States could mass in the great ocean. The
construction of such a number of ships
would be amply sufficient. for the Mikado’s
empire so long as the Anglo-Japanese alli-
ance links together the destinies of Great
Britain and Japan.’

“As for weighing the chances of victary
in an immediate war between Japar and
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the United States, Nakahashi Tokwgoro
affects not to think of it. Yet a war at
once would meet with his approval: The
Japanese navy, he considers, is sufficiently
powerful to overcome the naval forcis of
the United States. To wait is only tt see
Japan’s chances of victory diminish and
her expenditure increase, as the bautle-
ships constructed in the American reub-
lic must entail the corresponding constuec-
tion of other battleships in Japan, Never-
theless, Nakahashi Tokugoro dares hot
hope for an immediate war. “‘But,” he re-
marks, ‘in a country like the Un'ted
States, where national questions are rtgu-
lated solely by the - people’s represesta-
tives, the government may be forced to
declare war on Japan by some manife: ta-
tions of public opinion. Consequently,
steam should be kept up on our warshifs.’

“Let no one imagine that Nakahashi {o-
kugoro has no followers. Japan in its am-
tirety is of his opinion. The Manchyo, txe
democratic organ of Tokio, on Sept. 49,
discussing the San Franoisco incident, sal i:

“ ‘We must speak firmly and deocidecly
regarding any question that touches the
honor of the Japanese nation or that m'y
affect its interests. We should not fear v
say all we have to say, even .though oar
relations with other nations should sufftr.
Whether the incident be serious or triflisy,
if the welfare of the nation demands §t,
we shouldbe ready to threaten, even
though war be the result.””
