Halifax, N. S., March 14—There promises 

to be a lively time before the railway com­
mittee of the Nova Scotia legislature, 
when the Halifax bill with respect to in­
creased taxation of Halifax Electric Tram­
way comes up. A number of shareholders 
who oppose the bill have retained counsel 
and intend to fight it to a finish.

By its Charter the Tramway Company 
were given the perpetual right to operate 
a tramway in Halifax. This right was also 
exclusive for a period of twenty-one years, 
which expires in 1916.

The streets are so narrow that no other 
tramway could be built., so that practical­
ly the charter is not only perpetual but 
exclusive.

Ottawa, March 14—At the opening of 
the commonsi this afternoon, Hon. J. D. 
Hazen introduced a bill to amend t£e 
fisheries act by allowing the governor in 
council to authorize the governments of 
the maritime provinces to grant exclusive 
leases of oyster fishing bed areas to in­
dividuals subject to the federal fisning 
regulations.

Mr. Hazen explained that under pres­
ent conditions the oyster industry is not 
thriving, and in some' districts is threat­
ened with absolute depletion of the beds. 
The proposed arrangement would, he be­
lieved, bring good results and would 'eenre 
the active co-operation of the provincial 
governments in endeavoring to restore the 
industry to permanently profitable condi­
tions.

Judge Forbes presided at the evening 
meeting, which was fairly well attended.

J. W. Spurden. The meeting was addressed 
by Judge Forbes, Rev. A. F. Newcombe, 
secretary of the society, and Rev. Pascal 
Heine, immigration agent, St. John.

Mr. Verville directed attention to many 
conditions which needed remedying. He 
gave a list of thirty-nine combines and 
truste in Canada, having behind them a 
capital of nearly $600,000,000, and whose 
operations, bolstered up; by the tariff, 
tended to unduly increase the cost of liv­
ing. The pangs of hunger are already affect­

ing tens of thousands of the workers who 
have been thrown out of employment 
ing to the miners’ stride. There 
one million of these men who have lost 
their work in consequence of the impos­
sibility of running factories and mills with­
out fuel, and their families have to rely 
on their savings or on the small out of 
the work pay provided by the traders 
unions. There are, however, a large num­
ber of these men unconnected with thé 
coal trade who do not belong to aii}T 
trades union from which to draw benefits 
and those vpth their families are among 
the greatest sufferers.

The magnitude of the strike is almost 
inconceivable It has affected in a direct 
way, counting only the miners and the 
other men thrown out of work with their 
families, over 4,000,000 people.

In other respects it has paralyzed prac­
tically the whole life of the nation. Prices 
of food have gone up, fuel is virtually un­
obtainable, railways have curtailed their 
services, shipping has been held up and 
every branch of industry stopped to 
extent.

Going at length into the items enter­
ing into the cost of living to the ordin­
ary working men, he showed that on 
practically every commodity of consump­
tion from shoes to hats and from soap to 
blankets, the consumer had to pay toll 
to the manufacturer. Carefully prepared 
and reliable statistics as to conditions in 
Montreal, as exampling the. industrial 
très generally, showed that the cost of 
living, on a very moderate basis, for a 
workman’s family of five was $746.13 per 
year, of which $352.58 went for food. This 
was on 4he average $8.35 less than the 
average cost in Boston, although wages in 
the American centres were considerably 
higher.

The average annual earnings of the 
working man in Canada, under normal 
conditions, varied from $400 per year for 
the common laborer, to $650 per year for 
painters and bricklayers. The difference 
between earnings and the rising cost of 
living, coupled with the growing power 
of the trusts and combines and their ci­
