told that the elections would be hotly con-
tested, and he was aware that his oppo-
nents were well furnished with ample
means and it would be necessary to fight
them with money. As I said, I was re-
quested to act on the committee by Sir
George, although I objected to taking
any part in the election. There was a
desire to make his election turn on the
construction of certain railways and he
was desirous of contesting it on his ewn
merits and I went around among my
friends and got them to subscribe what
they could. He told me that Sir Hugh
Allan was o man of large means and
would no doubt subscribe largely and I

im.
I cannot say how the money came. 1
only know that it was deposited in
bank of which I am president, and paid
ont by cheques drawn through the bear
ers. The moncy was obtained by sub-
scription from SirGeorge Cartier’sfriends,
among whom Sir Hugh Allan was one.
I have no receipts or papers relating to
the committee and when the receipt was
published in Montreal I was astonished
at it. I suppose I must have signed it
inadvertently in the hurry of the elec-
tions and may have signed more than
one.

I
attended it very seldom and was a mem-
ber of it merely to take care of what
money was subscribed by the friends of
Sir Geo. Cartier.

ward,. about thé 10, or 12th of July,
1871, a party of gentlemen, among
whor  were Smith asd McMullen
of Chicago, had an interview ‘with’ him
Sir Francis), and : Sir John McDon-
d, who sere at that time the only mem-
bers.of the Govarnment in Ottawa. They
were told distinctly that it was not in the
power of the Government to. enter into
any negotiations with them. After the
party returned to Toronto, he received a
letter from Mr. Beaty, acting for them,
mentioning their intention'to go to Mon-
treal and try to induce Sir Hugh Allan
who had not up to that time been spoken
to on the subject, to join the scheme. He
(Sir Francis) wrote a yery discouraging
reply in very miich the same terms as, the
answer of the Government to the delega-
tiom, ' After that he saw Sir Hugh in
Montreal, and as the suggestion of his
name.was entirely with Mr. Beaty acting
with Mr. McMullen, he (8ir Faancis)
‘tHoughit “it was only fair that he should
.give him a copy of the names of the dele-
gation. ' That conversation  must have
taken place about the beginning of Au-
gust, 1871,and Sir Hugh was informed
that the Premier wotld pass through
Montreal that evening en route to the sea-
side. Sir Hugh:met Sir John, and as he
(Sir - Francis) subsequently learned the
interview was discouraging to the form-
er. ‘In October; when these American
gentlemen came - to Ottawa with another
proposition, most of the members of the
Governinent were intown. SirJohn asked
Sir Hugh Allan whether he had any pro-
position to make to the Government. Sir
Hugh’s reply was “If I make any propo-
sition are you prepared to enter into any
negotiations?® Sir John answered on be-
half of the Government ¢ We are not
prepared.” ¢“Then,” said Sir Hugh, “‘we
are uot preparéd to make any proposi-
tiom:” - That was the whole of that inter-
Sir Hugh afterwards went to
England and was away until’ December.
He (Sir Francis) must have had a con-
versation with® Sir Hugh at Montreal,
thgugh -he- had no recollection of it.
‘Whenever they met., Sir Hugh was con-
tinually speaking of the Pacific Railway.
He (Sir Francis) had no doubt that he
pointed out.that it was wholly impossible
for the Government to enter into any ar-
rangement before Parliament was sum-
moned, but it was improbable that he
is¢ the question of advertising for
tenders, as stated in published letters of
Sir Hugh Allan. Those conversations
were wholly unauthorized, and Sir Hugh
must -have known the ‘fact:that he (Sir
Francis) was ngt expressing: the senti-
ments of the”Government but merely
what ‘decutred “to his 6wn*mind in the
course of thelr ‘private conversations.
Sir Hugh Allan slso knew perfectly well
that his (Sir Brancis’) views with regard
to the construction of the Pacific Rail-
road, harmonized a great deal more with
his own than those of any other member
of the Government. He konew, for in-
stance, that he (Sir Francis) was not op-
'posed individnally to the admission of
American capitalists into the company,
while many of his colleagues were. These
conversations toak place long before any
s-heme was determined upon by the Gov-
erpment, and .they were merely these
preliminary conversations in which he
was endeavoring to get what information
he could on fhe subject. The scheme
submitted to Parliament was  prepar-
ed: after the’ careful conmsideration by
the Government, and without any ‘sort
of communication with any person out-
side at all, with regard to the extent of
land or money aid to be. given to the
Company undertaking the construction
of the road. There was a good deal of
coolness in Ontario on the “subject. No
suggestions emanated from them and po
notice of application for a charter was
made until just. before the meeting of
Parliament, when it was nearly too late.
of Parliament it be-
so evident,
that he himself was reluctantly obliged
to admit it, that it was necessary to ex-
ude the Americans altogether.
Judge Day—Was this previous to the
passing of the act? ;
Sir Francis Hincks—No; during the
time it was under consideration. Par-
liament broke up about the 15th July,and
very soon afterwards he (Sir Francis)
went west ‘and was engaged in' the. elec-
tions. He had no commaunication of any
kind with Sir Hugh Allan for a great
many weeks, probably months., He did
not know that anything was done by the
Government about the Pacific Railway.

It was perfectly understood that nothing’

was to be done abount it until after the
election. The next action that was
taken by the Government was in Sep-
tember or October, 1872, after the elec-
tions were entirely over, when negotia-
tions were commenced With a view to
precuring an amalgamation of the two
companies. Sir Hugh Allan was willing
The Inter-
Ocean Company refused-on the grounds
that the Americans were still connect-
ed with ¢the Pacific Railway Company.
About the-16th October a minute of Coun-
cil was prepared, which gave a faithful
narrative of everything connected with
the negotiations for ‘the construction of
the Pacific Railway up to that time. On
getting a final refusal from the Inter-
oceanic Company, it becamne necessary
for the Government to decide what course
to take. It was eventually decided to
form a Company with thirteen Directors,
five to be selected from Ontario, four
from Quebec, and one from each of the
other provinces. After a good deal of
consideration and negotiating, the thir-
teen men were selected. Their names
were taken without the knowledge or
consent of Sir Hugh Allan, On the
contrary, he objected to some of
them. Three. of ‘the Ontario five
were members of *the. Interoceanic
Company, another had not been
in either Company, and the fifth
was Mr. McInnis, of Hamilton. Of the
Quebec four, he (Sir Francis) knew that
Sir HugHi objected most urgently to one
m. Sir Hogh had o greater inter-

thun the other direc>

ts of any kind

through the whole course of the negotia-
tions. It was impossible for any under-
taking to be got up ‘with greater desire
to promote the interests of the country
than that Pacitfc Railway scheme. Every
part was considered with the greatest
possible cave. His own personal opinion

was that the Company was'treated with
less liberality than it should have been.

The cross-examination occupied some
time. He denied in the most unqualified
terms that any understanding had been
arrived at between the Govermment, Sir
Hugh Allan and Hon. Mr. Abbott, that
Sir Hugh and’his friends should advance
any-sum of money to ald the Ministers
and their supporters at the elections, in
consideration of receiving the contract
for the Pacific Railway.

Saturday Night Crimes--Highway Robbery
It was remarked by every ome that
ther: never was more drunkenness seen
on the streets than last Saturday night.
