On our arrival he led me ioto the
garden at the rear of his house, cele-
brated before he added to its selebrity
by inhabiting it as the “Old Washing-
ton Headquarters.,” The objeot of
bis leading me at once in the garden
wag to point out to my notite a row

ocasion, when conversing. with a com-
panion after his own heart, with whom
he could exchange ideas, rather than
re-echo common places.

I told Mr Emerson on this ocoasion,
that shortly before I quitted England,
I had pasted three days at Knebworth,
the beautifnl country-seat. in Hertford-.
shire of Sir Hdward Bulwer Lytton,
the famous  novelist, dramatist and
statesman, and  thet our conversation
had turned upon him (Emerson), dur-
ing one of our afternoon walks through
the finely wooded grounds.

Sir Edward had not.read any of
Emerson's works—and had only heard
of him #s a disciple and imitator of
Thomas Garlyle,—s mistake into which
he had probably fallen from reading
the American Notes of Charles Dickens,
wherein it was said, “1 found that the
transoendentalists (of Boston) are fol-
lowers of our friend Mr Oarlyle, or, I
should rather say, of a follower of his,
Mr Ralph Waldo Emerson.”

I did not repeat to Mr Emerson all
that I had said to Sir Edward Lytton
in vindication of his genius in answer
to this ignorant depreciation—lest the
praige which I had lavished upon him
