The destruction by fire of the Royal Hotel in New York,and tiic terrible
loss of life involved, has started another crusade in search of efliclent iice
protection in the coustruction of buildings srd the supply of escapes. Qae
great trouble in large buildings is that temporary inmates cannot possibly
become familiar witk the plan, situation of stzirways, corridors, etc., and
ceven if there is time to escape they do not know their way out. The rat
of the matter should first be attended to Ly building iaspectors, who La it
to be responsible to a certain extent for the bundiug of fire-traps.  Eicvalor
shafts too cften prove to be channels throush which flamea may spre:d to
all parts of buildings, and some change is necessary in thelr construction.
Then again staircases should be so placed that one could find the way
directly to the ground floor and not be stranded half way down in a corridor,
as is often the case. A plan of an hotel should bs huog in every room in it,
this would simplify matters somewhat, bu! the prime thinz is to have
efficient fire cscapes which inmates can easily fiad and use. It isappaliag
to think of the sacnifice of life consequent upou the neglect of urdiuary
protective measuree, and sumeone shouid be h.id respuosibl:.
