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To an ADDRESS of the SENATE, dated 17th March, 1880 ;—For Copies of
all Correspondence between the Government of the Dominion of
Canada and the Government of the United States, or with Her
Majesty’s Imperial Government, connected with the extending to the
Province of British Columbia that portion of the Washington Treaty
contained in clause 21 of said Treaty, which provides that Fish Oil
and Fish of all kinds (except Fish of Inland Lakes and of Rivers fall-
ing into them, and except Fish preserved in 0il), being the produce of
the Fisherics of the Dominion of Canada, or of Prince Edward Island,
or of the United States, shall be admitted into each country free of
duty.
