Sleep or fail

WASHINGTON (CPS/CUP) —
Students who party hard on wee-
kends may be losing as much as
30 per cent of what they learn, a
Trent University professor says.

Psychology prolessor Carlyle
Smith says people appear 1o lose
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new-found complex knowledge if
they experience even mild sleep
deprivation just afrer learning.

“It appears skewing the sleep
cvele by just two hours can have
this effect,”” he said.

Staving up late the night fol-
lowing a class and then sleeping
in can make students lose about
30 per cent, said the researcher,
who presented his findings at a
June meeting of the Association
of Professional Sleep Socities.
