Upon graduation 
from the 22-month 
course, the student 
receives a diploma in 
basic nursing and is 
then eligible to write 
tiie registered nurses 
examination set by the 
Ontario College of 
Nurses

In 1973, schools of 
nursing in Ontario were 
transferred to com­
munity colleges. 
Hospitals no longer 
offer nursing courses
