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4. No new Commission of Appointment will be issued to Viscount 
Alexander, the former Letters Patent having been revoked Nwithout 
prejudice to anything having been done lawfully thereunder"• Moreover, 
Viscount Alexander’s present Ccmmission is a continuing one expressed 
to be subject to the existing Letters Patent "or any other substituted 
for the same".

5, An appropriate Proclamation will, as required by Clause XVI of 
the new Letters Patent, be published to-day in the Canada Gazette.
