He supposed,
that the congregation whom he was ad-
dressing might besin regaid (o spiritual character
and privileges, a_ fair representation of Christian
Society in any town in Britain. And, he presum-
ed that their houses were all pretty well supplied
with Bibles. He reminded them, that’the la-
bours of Bible Societies, especially those of the B.
and Foreign, which alone had poured into the
woitld 24 million copies since its institution, had
much 1o the abundance of the
Word of Ged. He had often looked with wonder
at a smsll diamond test t of the Londo
British and Foreign Bible Society, which could be
purcbased for 4. currency, in Canada Wesi, or a
testament with the Scottish psalms and paraphras-
es which could be purchased there {Lr a York
shiling. This was a result of association for
printing and dhnibuting the bible. He reminded
ihem of the contrast of the days in England, wben
vne bible was found in a parish chained 1n the
Purish Church as was the case at an early period
of the Reformation ; or in Scotland, wken in 1579,
by Act of the Scottish Parliament, every house-
bolder worth 300 meiks Scots of rent, or yeoman
or burgess worth £500 Scots, was obliged'to have
a bible and psalm book, for the use ol their fami-
lies, and a Searcher General for Bibles was
appointed 1o mark the bibles in every house,
so as the bible ot one family might not be
sent to another 1o evade the law. Seotland,
he stated, was a land of light in thnse days
compared with some places in Canada Fast
Heie, among the French Canadiaps, the bible
1s absolutely wanting ; and, worse than this,
the Romish Ulergy with the mandement of Bishope,
and the encyclical letiers of the: Pope, stood bes
tween them and-the Bible; he concuired with the
Ecuding Speaker, m urging a more extended
slpertags of the:kible ; be thought with s friend
Mr. Wenham, who had addréssed the Tract weet-
ing last night, (hat, if the Cammitiee were focome
before a meeting liké this,-and tell them thiat they
had run into debt,i. ¢ , were under engagewneuts
beyond their ipts, lor an extended A
Colportage, the debt would soon be cancelled.

The
rev. genlleman here male some preliminary re-
marks on the British and Foreign Bible Society,
with a view of showing the immense number of
Bibles that it caused 10 be put in circulation ; and
contending that in tre face of the immense pun-
ber of Bibles that were circulated in other coun-
tries, it was discreditable to Angilo Saxon energy
that halt a million of inhabitants in Canade
should have its use probibited. He was a stranger
heie, and did not know much of thedetails of the
state of the country, but that was not neediul, end
he bad seen enough of the effects of the prohibi-
tion of the reading of the Bible as any bady eise
might do by simply walking along the sireets.
A brother had on suother oceasion referred 1o ne-
ative Christianity.  He might say that be came
?rom the capital of that state of Christianity, for
it had its strong hold in his native city of Boston.
They had here one kind of positive Christianity
that probibiled the Bible, and there they had a
negative Christiavity with the Bible. One of his
bruthers, on the preceding evening, bad referved
1o the case of Projeasor Webster; be might slso
say, with reference to this, that be was inlimately
acyuainted with the mw man, sod could re-
coxnise even his mangled remains ; be likewise
knew Professor Webster. He referred to that case
now for the purpose of stating that Proiessor Web-
ster held the docitines of this negative Christian-
ity.
