CHINESE GOLF LINKS
IN BI§ ERAVEVARD

Grave Mounds Serve as Bunkers and
Burials Take Place While
Play Goes On.

The most gruesome golf links in
the world are in Tientsin, China,
where a course is laid out in an im-
mense graveyard.

“And it is a mighty good course,
t00,” ‘decldres Major Palmer E.
Pierce, an American, who recently
returned from two years’ infantry
service in China. “The grave mounds
serve as bunkers the course is pret-
ty level all the way round and some
mighty good scores are turned in.

“The custom in China is to place
the coffins just below the surface of
the ground and form the dirt that
was dug out of the grave into a
mound on top of the coffin. These
grave mounds count as bunkers on
this course, and because there are
bunkers everywhere around the' 18-
hole course, it takes some good play-
ing to get a good score:
