HAVE DRCLARED WAR

The Preliminaries Scen Over, and When
the Enveys Got Thelr Passperts From
the Respective Counmtries Florce Fight-
ing Teok Place—The Whele of the
Fromtler of Thessalay Ablaze.

Constantinople, /April 17.—
War with Greece has been de-
clared.

Constantinople, April 17.—Following
the newh of the incursion by the
Greeks on Turkish territory the Coun-
cil of Ministers at the palace to day
recalled the general assembly, gave
passports to Prince Maurocordato,
the Greek Envoy Extraordinary and
Minister Plenipotentiary, and ordered
Edhem Pasha, the Turkish mititary
commander, to take the offensive. No
actual declaration of war has been
made.

A detalled circular sent this evening
to the Turkish representatives abroad
recalls the week's invasions and states
that the mewest incursion was parti-
cipated in by the Greek troops, which,
therefore, establishes war, which has
broken out.

The circular expresses the hope that
the powers, in a spirit of justice, will
agree that the entire responsibility for
the war falls on Greece. Turkey has
no idea of conquest, and, as a fresh
proof of pacific sentiments, offers to
retire the Turkish troops on the fron-
ticr if Greece will retire hers from#
the frontier and from Crete.

Thoe Situation Explained

London, Aprii 18.—The Greco-Turk-
tsh situation is understood here to
be substantiadly as follows: War has
not officially been declared between
Turkey and Greece, but it has been
officially to have ‘broken
out.” The Turkish Cabinet has de-
cided to sever diplomatic relations
with Greece, and has ordered Edhem
Pasha, the commander of the Turkish
forces, to take the offensive. 1t is
considered in London that war be-
tween Turkey and Greece has actually
begun, the Turkish declaration —that
war has “broken out” being ‘merely
tqr the purpose of dipl.omu(lc&lly put-
ting the onus of the ~war upon the
Kingdom of Greece.

Firing ou Saturday.

Athens, April 17, midnight.—In
spite of the fact that the official re-
ports indicate that firing on the fron-
tier ceased at midday a telegram
from Larissa at 7 o'celock in the even-
ing says that firing continued past 4
o'clock this (Saturday) afternoon. The
line of fire extended from Mount Ana-
hipsis post to Klephtika Gentokia, a
distance equal to 90 minutes’ march.
The Turks, falling beck, abandoned |
geveral stations, which the Greeks
promptly occupied. The Greeks can-
ncnaded the Turks from the Greek po-
sition at Tsamtoja, in the rear. The
cannonading caused much excitement
at other points. Since noon strong
bodies of Turks have concentrated in
the direction of Mount Analipsis. At
5 o'clock the firing slackened. It is ex-
pected the Turks will attempt a night
attack upon Analipsis, which was the
central point of the battle. Greek re-
inforcements have arrived and there
is a general movement of troops to-
wards the frontier. Reinforcements
are béing hurried towards the fron-
tier from all directions.

A Night Attack.

Athens, April 18, 1 am.—An official
despatch from Larissa, dated at 9
o'clock last (Saturday) . night, says
that the Turks, under cover of dark-
ness, are assamlting the Greek forces
at Mount Analipsis with great fierce-
ness. The Greeks' resistance, so far,
has been nt, The Greeks
maintain their positions. The firing
begun at Gritsovali. The fighting at
Gritsovali commenced in an attempt
of the Turks to occupy a strategic
portion of the neutral zone. The Turks
continue to abandon their advance
posts, a general movement apparently
taking place. Firing is reported from
Moluna. From Laerissa the flashing of
guns can be seen. In yesterday's fight
at Mount Analipsis the Greeks lost 40
wounded and 3 killed.

Greece Enters a Protest,

Athens, April 18, 1.30 a.m.—Th abi-
net has decided to protest to t W=
ers against the aggressive action of
Turkey. An invasion by Edhem Pasha,
the Turkish commander, is expected,
and the Greek army has taken up po-
gitions for the purpose of being in
readiness to repel the advance. |

frontier In Thessaly.

The Powers Notified.
April 18.—The Indepen-
dance Belge today announces that
Turkey has officially deoclared war
against Greece, and that a notification
to this effect wae sent to the powers
this morning.

Athens, April 18, 9 p.m.—In the fight-

ing on the frontier the Turks have oC
cupied Ana and Milouna, but they have
not -succeeded in taking Kata.
_'The engagement at Milouna Pass
was of the fiercest character, and the
Josses were heavy on both sides. The
Turks destroyed tWo pieces of Greek ar-
tillery. The Greeks captured an enure
battery from the Turks.

Three Greek officers of high rank
were killed. A large body of Greeks is
now marching against Menesse and
brisk firing is going on along the whole
line as far west as Arta.

Fifiy Thousand Men Engaged.

Elassona, April 18.—The Greeks from
all their positions in the Karaya dis-
trict began the advance toward the
frontier at 7 o'clock on Friday even-
ing. The fighting jasted all that night
and extended on Saturday, to within
ten miles of the frontier. "It is esti
mated that 15,000 Greeks were engaged.
The battle continued with great vigor
throughout Saturday, when altogether
50,000 were engaged. '

RED RIVER STILL RISING.

If Things Get Weorse the Pe
peg Wil Mave to Use
and Ol Lamps.

Winnipeg, Man., April 18.—(Special.)
—The water in the Red River at Win-
nipeg continues to rise gradually, and
there can be no doubt that within a
few days there will be exceptionally
high water. Merchants have moved
all goods out of basements, and all
precautions are being taken. The town
of Emerson is under several feet of
water, and there is a tremendous vol-
ume of water to come down from there
as well as from the Assiniboine.

Later.—Despatches from Emerson
to-night state that the people there
are in bad shape, the high winds pre-
vailing to-day approaching the propor-
ticns of a hurricane. The water has
undermined the foundations of many
houses and the wind has played havoc
with buildings, wrecking several resl-
der:.ces and warehouses. The Mass2y-
Harris and McCaul warehouses were
among the wrecked buildings.

ANl the churches of the town are
under water and no services could be
heid to-day.

The Northern Pacific Railway bridge
at St. Norbert, a few miles from Win-
nipeg, has been washed away, and ihe
Northern Paciflc track is under several
feet of water. A rise of a few more
teet at Winnipeg will reach the power
house and cut off the city lizhting.
With this prospect everybody is buying
coal oil lamps. The highest water at
Winnipeg may not be reached for sev-
eral days yet.
