Victory After Two Most Desper-
ate Night Battles of Siege.

Their Guns Now Rake Port Arthur Har-
Bor As Well As the Towa, and in a
Fow n.y-. Aftér & Fow Days' Accurats
Fire From Big Naval Guss Oa Qusil
MWill, Gen. Steessel Will Not Be Justi-
fied In Helding Out Longer.

Tokio, Nov. 14.—Reports from the
third army, made public by the im-
peral headquarters last night, show
that the rumors of an armistice were
untrue, but that, on the contrary,
the Japanese forces in front of Port
Arthur have been fighting desperate-
gy since Wednesday to take the last

of redoubts on Etse Mountain to
the west of Port Arthur and om
Qusil Hill, which overlooks the cem-
‘tre of the town. There was fighting
continuously on Wednesday and
Thursday mnights, and on Friday
morning before dawn the Japamese
antry finally took possession of
Rhe last of the Etse redoubts. Siege
guns were brought up in the after-
moon despite a severe artillery fire
from the forts across the harbor and
those at White Wolf and Golden Hill.
Twe Desperate Night Battles.

The two night battles for the pos-
session of the Etse range beginning
on Wednesday will range among the
ft ost_despgrate of the siege. Small

Sians in making any repairs, nnd
at dark on 'l‘hursday the Japanese
\nlantry were again sent against the
line of redoubts. Fighting at close
quarters went an all through the
night. The Russians were reinforced
from the hills south of White Wolf
Mountain, but before dawn wers
thoroughly defeated and driven from

all their rifle pits as well as the
mountain top. They spiked six
rapid-fire guns and two mounted
howitzers.

Ne Hope For Russisas,

This victory gives the city to the
Japanese. Their guns raked the har-
bor as well as the town. Actual pos-
session of the town is impossible,
because of the Russian guns on White
Wolf Hill, Geolden Hill, Kwang Hill,
Weiyuen Fort. Admiral Togo’s fleet
is  vigorously bombarding these
points, and General Nogi telegraphs
that the comcentrated fire of 400
-Japanese guns has been thrown
against the Russian fortified posi-
$ions since Friday morning.

All resistance from the east side of
Port Arthur has been abandoned.
Genmeral Stoessel has retired : hin
troops, splitting them in three diwvi-
sions. The greatest body is in the
mountains rumning southwest from
White Wolf Hill te the end of the
Liaotieshan promomtory. The ather
Russian soldiers are on the Tiger
Tail peninsifla, separated from Port
Arthur by the harber, and on Gaold
en Hill at the eastern entramce to the
wutside harbor.

Steessel NMard FPressed.

It is further annoumced that big
breaches have been made in Golden
Hill and Weiyuen forts. Seveéral of
the heavier guns have been -dis-
mounted by the accurate gun fire
irom the Japanese position omn Quail
Hill, where the big naval guns have
been mounted since last Monday. The
complete destruction of these fort-
resses must come within a few days,
and it is believed in the army head-
quarters here that General Stoessel,
the gallant Russian commander, will
no longer be justified in holding out
against the victorious Japanese
army.

He is now diiven to a line of forts
where he cannot inflict any serious
damage on the attacking soldiers,
while the Japanese guns in the var-
fous hills can keep up a continuous
bombardment on the Russian posi-
tion. It is expected that General
Stoessel will ask for a truce long.
enough to send a communication to
the Czar through the Japanesé lines.
His position is desperate. It is im-
possible for him to care ‘for* hig
wounded.' Flags have been put ‘over
several buildings on the west end 6t
the city denoting that these build®
ings are. being used as tempolmy
hospitals.

Tokio, Nov. 14.—A despatch re-
ceived from the Japanese Manchuri-
an headquarters yesterday says: “Im
the direction of the left army the
enemy attacked from Wuchentai, Nov.
11, at 12.20 o’clock in the morning,
but were repulsed. On the 9th, 200
infantry and 300 cavalry appeared in
the direction of Siaozaiton. Our
force stationed there repulsed them
and the Russians retreated to Ma-
chuantzu. The Russian losses were
sixty, ours were six.”

Gremobel Damaged.

Tokio, Nov. 14.—It is reported
that the armored cruiser Gromoboi
struck a rock and was severely dam-
aged at Vladivostock. It is under-
stood that the accident happened
during a trial of the Gromobei after
repairs on her had been completed.
It is said that she returned to her
berth in a sinking condition.

laden, with their scuppers awash, the
gchooners that left Hakodate and
other ports in ngrthern Ja&p last
May awd June are nbw turning
fr5% thelr raid on the Russian fish-
ing: stations in Kamschaika and the
scal and sea-otter rookeries on the
islands in the Okhotsk Sea and the
Commander Islands.

NOVEL READING

Rev. J. W. Hoyt, pastor of the Wil
liam St. Baptist Church, preached a
clear and pointed sermon in  his
church last night on the subject of
“Novel Reading,” in which he set
forth in an interesting and prac-
tical way the pernicious and far-
reaching effects which are sure to
follow bad reading. The preacher
stated that he wasn't dwelling upon
the writings of Dickens, Scott, Thack-
eray, etc.,, Tor in the popular use of
the word "novel” such writings are
not referred to; but the bulk of lit-
erature read by the mass of young
people to-day were books of the low-
er, baser kind, which represented life
in an unreal way, and thi§ was the
class of literature he wished to con-
demn,

»Reading, Mr. Hoyt said, is one of
the greatest factors in the &éiviliza-
tion of the world. It goes “hamd in
hand with the greatest factor of civ-
ilization, the Gospel of Christ. The
ability we have to read, and the kind
of books we read, will play a very
important part in the forming of our
characters and the shaping of the in-
fluence we areto wield on the déstin-
ies of the world. Books that ridicule
religiom shoald never be taken into
the hands of young people, for much
of our happiness in life depends upon
the steadfastness of eur religious
principles. Books that give a false
conception ol things, or that give a
distorted view of life, or that arouse
the coarse: ‘appetites and passions,
shoald mever be handled or consulted
at any time. Such reading weakens
the mental powers, as well as wastes
much valuable time, and God says,
“Redeem the time.,” Many ' young
Christians spend a great deal of time
reading such literature, which results
in a weakening of their influence and
a dislike for the Bible and the things
of God. Mr. Hoyt quoted from let-
ters received from young people cor-
roborating this statement, also from
the Toronto police courts. He made
a strong appeal to parents to pay
more attention tq the reading of the
reading of the young in the home, for
the inspiration of one book, perhaps,
would make or mar the life of a boy
or girl.
