Canada and American Aggression.
(Continted.)

But more important by far than the
Fenian  Raids, was the abrogation of the
Regiprogity Treaty in 1866. Both oc-
curenees clearly proved to our people
that we had to face direct hostlity of
the United States in our attempt to
build up a British power on this conti-
neat, and unguestionably they forced the
question of Confederation to the front
and made possible the necessary sacrifices
of local interests upon the altarof a com.
mon union and a common nationality.
There car. be no doubt of the reason for
that abrogation. It has been declared
upon a bundred occasions that the hope
of driving us ‘uto annexation by a sud-
den cessation of commercial privileges to
which the people had become accustom-
ol was the object and the only definite
reason. It was not a matter of trade,
because the exports to Canada were greaey
than the imports from the provinces,
and these imports during the war had
been absolutely estential to the unpro-
ductive millions of the American army,
As Hon. George Brown said in the old
House of Assembly when delivering his
speech upon Confederation just before
the treaty was abrogated :

“Turn in favor of a union of the prov-
inces becanse it will enable us to meet
without alarm the abrogation of the
American Reciprocity treaty, * * *
Our neighbors in speaking of the treaty
keep constantly telling us of Cenadian
grade;, Their whole story is about the
buying and selling of commodities in
Canads, Not a whieper do you ever
hear from them about the buying and
selling with the mantime provinees; not
a word about their enoymous carrying
trade for a’l the Provinees which they
monopolize ; not a word of the laige
sums drawn from us for our vast traffie
over their railwayg and canals ; and not
& whisper as to their immense profits
from fishing in our waters secured to
them by the treaty.”

No ; the simple motive was to punish
and coerce Canada. 1In the words of M¥
Derby, the Commissioner of the United
States treasury department when ashort
time afterwards Cansda was trying to
obtain a renewel of the treaty: This
is the alternative—“Treat with the Pro-
vincials or annex the Provinces.” The
latter was decided upon, but has not yet
been accomplished.

Thus we were prepared by the effirts
of the United States to destroy our ex-
istence as British Colonies for the su-
preme struggle which was to finally
mould the scattered provinges into a vuit.
od nation. Good did come out of evil in
this case, and our country was really
“hammered on the anvil of fates’” until
formed into the Dominion of Canada;
although its British conuection undoubt-
edly saved it from the civil wars and ex-
ternal conflicta to which most young
natious are subject in their early days.
We have had them, it is true, but not in
the same dreadful degree and ot with
the same danger of conqnest and extine-
tion, American aggreseion has seally
subeerved a useful purpose in our his-
tory, Ithas welded ue together when
danger exirted of complete separation
and at a time when squabbles and dead.
locks threatened to submerge our whole
constitutional system, it created Confed-
eration.

But with the union of our Provinees
the growth of our commerce, the devel
opment of a great railway and steamship
system, the elaboration of our nationa)
interests, American dislike changed into
jealousy, and the ambition to annex “the
Provinees” has in latter days assumed
the form of a desire 1o at least get pos-
session of our fisheries and cripple our
railways. Fora time after Confedera-

ion, the Treaty of *Vashington seemed
to settle outstanding claimsand disputes,
By its terme, the reference of the San
Juan question to arbitration, settled, as
usual, against Cenada, a most knotty
point, which had been, since 1846, a cause
of trouble, dissension and constant ¢on-
sroversy. The Halifax Commission, as
already mentioned, valued ounr fisheries,
and after a time, payment was m de.

Coming down a deeade or so to 1883,
we find-the necessary two years notice
given to our Government of the inten-
tion of the United States to abrogate the
fishery clause: of the Washington Treaty
by which our fish were admitted free in
exchange fer fishing privileg's on our
cossts. A number of smaller attempts
to coerce or coax Canada into closer re-
lations at the expense of the Empire fol.
lowed. The West Indies were asked in
1888 to accept a treaty discriminating
against Canada and the Mother Country,
but it was very properly vetoed, The
year previous, informal negotiations had
been entered into for the annexation of
the islands to the United States, but they
had to be abandoned, About the samg
time d the C jal Union

movement engineered in  Canada with a
g'milar object in view. Benator Sherman
sarounced that in ten years the Domin.
ion would be snnexed to the Hepublie,
acd Messrs. Butterworth, Hitt, Wiman,
Goldwin Smith and others took up the
propagands, In 1885 the Riel rebellion
occurred, Great sympathy was express-
ed for the leader and the rebeln generally
in the United Siates and as in the pic-
vious time of trouble during the Fort
Qarry rebellion of 1871, our troops were
gofused permission to travel on Amer-

The Boston Transcript says: “Duiing
the fisenl year ended July 1, 1892, there
were 44 cigarettes manufacturcd in this
country for each man, woman and child
in the United States, The tutal number
aceording to the internal revenue sta‘e-
ment just published was peurly three
billion. Accurately speaking, 2,892,985,
840 paper ¢igars were made in the United
States daring the twelve-month, an in-
crease of 214,444,000 over the previons
year. The tremendous rute at which the
consumption of tobacco in this form is
growing, is seen from the fact that in
1884.5 the number of cigarettes produced
not much exceeded 1,058,6568280. In
other words, nearly three cigarettes are
smoked in the United States to-day
where one wae conrumed seven years
ago. Comparatively few—perhaps 100,~
000 packages—are imported from Turk-
ey, Russia and Cuba, so that the yecom-
mendation made by the 8enate cnnmittee
on epidemic disease, to the effect that the
importation of fureign cigarettes should
be probibited, wonll seem to be aimed
at a very small object,”
