Hunting Ostrich Feathers.
[Good Cheer.]

Ostrich feathers are very valuable,
costing in Africa from $10 to $60 a
pound. As it takes as many as seventy
feathers to make a pound, and not more
than twenty-five can be had from a
single bird, a great number of birds
must be killed to supply the half ton of
feathers annually exported. The natives
count it their most profitable hunting
to kill ostriches. Harper's **Wild Sports
of the World” gives a good account of
the munner of hunting:

“With his arrows tipped with fatal
poison, the savage ®unter discovers the
nest of an, ostrich—a mere hollow in
the sand, from three to six feet wide
and eighteen inches deep. Removing
the nest and burying them out of sight,
the cunning bowman lies flat on his
belly in the excavation and patiently
awaits the return of the unsuspecting
birds. Let their number be what it
may, two, three or four, he lies quite
snug and still, till, sauntering easily up,
they come fairly within range of this
dreadful arrow; then over the edge
of the nest he takes aim, and be-
fore the first bird, pierced with
the poisoned dart, has time to ecry
out, another arrow is fitted, and twang!
another mighty ostrich is stricken to
death. If he is a cool hand and knows
his business, ten minutes from the time
of the ostriches’ first approach will see
him with the entire family at his feet,
and he eagerly gathering his crop of
feathers. It is important he should
pluck them while the body is still warm
—they retain their gloss and curl the
better, and fetch more at the sale.

‘‘Another method adopted by the
ostrich-hunter is to disguise himself in
the skin of one of these birds, and,
armed with his bow and poisoned ar-
rows, - stalk about the plain, imitating
the gait and actions of the ostrich.”

“Boot” in Berlin.
[Chicago Herald.]

In no other city in the world does the
practice of giving customers something
‘‘to boot’’ obtain to the extent that it
does in Berlin. The tax on merchants
has grown heavier and heavier under
the strife of competition, until now it
is said, to be almost cheaper te buy
than to go without. Confection houses
give Chinese shawls, hats and sachels;
grocers bribe cooks with gifts of soap:
butchers give extra slices of ham, and
dry goods dealers give dress patterns
valuable according as the value ef the
purchase-is much or little. The practice
18 most general among booksellers, who
give toys, dolls, games, pencils, and the
like. and recently in one of tife Berlin
schools the police had actually to be
called in, the pupils having got into a
violent quarrel over some fire-crackers
obtained by one of them as ‘‘boot” in
a book-store purchase.

CARE OF TIIE HAIR.

The frequeat use of alkali in the
water with which the head is washed
has the effect of impoverishing the
hair, and makiog it iner, thicner, less
durable, and more liable to break
from its root and to fall off. Coarse
scaps also have the same eflect of

impoverisbhing the hair, and even the |
finer cnes are not alwayas desirable |

things to use if the bair is long and
delicate in structure. Plain tepid
water into which a small quantity of
Eau-de-Cologne, sal volatile. or spirit
of hartshorn has been pcured i3 more
suitable for the purpose. Iu the ab-
sence of these fluids a smasll quantity
of spirits ot wine or whiskey can be
used. Although rum is often recom-

mended, alone or together with other |

remedies, for the purpose of stimu-
lating the hair-bulbs and increasing
the growth of hair, yet it is not so de-
sirable to use it when the head has
simply to Le cleansed. The other
spirituous spirits are less ‘‘sticky.”
Violet powders can be used for clean-
sing pnrposes by persons with very
fair hsir, . But it is always desirable
to wash tbe head thoroughly ounce a
week at least in order that scurf skin,
and especially dried-up secretions
from the skin, may be thoroughly re- !
moved, the latter act as irritants to |
the skin’s surface when they are stale, |
block up some of its pures, and some- |
times cause pimples to form. A very |
good cleansing fluid may be made by
mixing a winute quantity of soft soap
with water, adding 1o it some Esu-
de-Cologne or simple spirit of laven-
der, or any other pleasant scent.
Afier tlie clean ing process has been
completed, a smali quantity of some
delicate kind of pomatum shou!d be
rubbed upon the surface of tke head,
unless the hair is so light in color that
the use of pomatum detracts from the
natural” appearance of the Liir; in
this case the brash shoald de dipped
into & weak mixtare of Ean-de-Co-
logne and waterand the hair skould be
gently brushed. Hard and coarse
brushes often do a great deal of harm
by irritating the skin and such rongh
appliances should never be used nu-
less the hair is wiry and unyielding.
Crimping the bair too frequently has
also the effect of impoverishing it,
and habitual crimping often makes
the bair poor and thin after it has
been practised for so.ne months, the
crimping being as injurious by inter-
fering with the circulation of the
fluids of the hair as violent-brushing
and tight twisting of it are. Refined
macrrow is of much greater use in the
mapufaciure of pomatums than Jard
on account of its smoother and soiter
consistence. Whether the bair be
long or short the same care should be
taken in managing it.— Welden’s
Ladies’ Journal,

FAINTING.

It is surprising how everybody
rushes at a fainting person and strives
to raise him up, and especially to
keep his head erect. There must be
an iostinctive apprehension that if a
person scized with a faintiig or otLer
fiL fall into a recumbent position
death is more imminent. Always re-
member this fact, namely: fainting
is 2aused by a want of blocd in the
brain. The heart ceases to act with
sufficient force to send the usual
amount of ,blood to the brain and
Lhence the person loses consciousness,
because tbe function of the brain

ccasee. Resicre the blood to the
brain and instantly the person recov-
ers, Now, though the blood is pro.
pelled to a'l parts o f the body by the
action of the beart, yet it is still un-
der the influences of the laws of gravi-
tation. In the erect position the
blood ascends to the head against
gravitation, -and the supply to the
brain is diminished as compared with
the recumbent position, the heart’s
pulsation being €qual. If then,you
place a person sitting whose heart
has nearly ceased to beat, his brain
will fa‘l to receive the blood ; while if
you lay him down with the head low-
er than the heart, blocd will run into
the brain by mere force of gravity,
and in fainting, in suflicient quanti-
ties to restore consciousness. In-
deed, nature teaches us how to man-
cge fainting persons for they ‘always
fall aid frequently are at once restor-
¢d by the rccumbent position into
which they are thrown.
