SULPHUR EXPLODED.
SIX MEN TERRIBLY BURNED IN 

BROOKLYN MILL.

Spark From Grinding Mill Ignited 
Powdered Sulphur, and the Ex­
plosion Tore and Burned the Men 
Terribly.

New York, Feb. 29.—Six employees 
in the National Sulphur Company's 
mill in Brooklyn were terribly burn­
ed and lacerated by the explosion of 
sulphur in the company’s plant to­
day. A driver of a passing truck was 
struck and had his skull fractured by 
a section of the roof, which was 
blown off the building. The factory 
was destroyed by fire with a loss of 
about $100.000.

The six employees were at work in 
the milling section grinding the sul­
phur. when, it is supposed, a spark 
from one of the grinding machines 
ignited the powdered sulphur, causing 
a series of heavy explosions. The rear 
wall of the mill was burst, one of the 
side walls was bulged outward until 
it threatened to crush a small build­
ing adjoining, and a section of the 
roof was torn off and thrown 120 feet 
over the front portion of the mill 
into the middle of the street.

The six victims werè found uncon­
scious by the other employees, who 
rushed into the milling room after 
the explosion. Much of their cloth­
ing had been torn off by the explosion 
and their bodies were terribly torn 
and burned.

MANUEL WIL^REIGN AS A CON- 

StlTUTlONAL MONARCH.

Portuguese Cortes Has Been Summon- 
®d^-Will Correct Abuses Under 
Late King—Republicans Robbed of 
Excuse for Violence.

Lisbon, March 1.—King Manned yes­
terday issued a d«rree fixing March 5 
as the date of the next general election 
and another convoking the regular 
Oortes April 29. •

At the same time, the decrees is­
sued by ex-Premier Franco, for the 
reorganization of tlie House of Peers 
ami giving the new Chamber of Deputies 
ooneitent |towers, are revoked.

Franeo decrees augmenting the civil 
Hpt and liquidating the advances from 
the treasury to the Roya.1 house also 
have been annulled by the King.

An official note aippended to tlie 
decrees of the King, explained that 
the Vorte»», according to the constitu­
tion. is charged with an investigation 
of the 'kite reign upon the death of 
the ruler, and that itiehall correct 
abuses, if any are foundF and fix the 
civil list of the new ljonarch. Hie 
act of King Manuel is designed to 
prove to the country his determination 
to rule ns a constitutional monarch, and 
to this end lie <loes not even all rink 
from reorienting tlie scandals in connec­
tion with lvis father’s advances from the 
State Treasury.

The decrees have produced a good 
initial iimpression, but their ulterior 
effect njHm the fortune of the mon­
archy arc doubtful. While the lead­
ers of the old “rotative parties,” who 
now surround the youthful monarch, 
are confident* that they can comtroJ 
the coming Cories, the Republicans as­
sert that an investigation of the reign 
of King Carlos will afford them every 
opportunity they are seeking to demon­
strate the corruption of the monarchy 
and tlie necessity for a change of re-

STRUCK GOVERNOR
RIOT IN GRENADA OVER SEN- 

TENGE ON A NEGRO.

Armed Policemen Stoned—Colored
Population Indignant at Length of 
Sentence Imposed for Assault on 
Official.

St. George, Grenada, British West 
Indies, March 1.—When the negro Ben­
jamin, who was sentenced two days ago 
to 12 years' imprisonment for a murder- 
out assault last year on Norman Lock- 
liuvd. Colonial Treasurer and Comptrol­
ler of Customs, was being removed from 
jail yesterday, the blacks gathered 
around him in a threatening maimnr, 
and with evidence of great excitement 
inveighed against the severity of his 
sentence.

They threw stones at the armed po­
licemen, who Were escorting the con­
demned man. (tpvernor Williams, who 
was present e'ndeaviring to pacify the 
crowd was struck hv a black. This so en­
raged one of the policemen that he 
started to drive his bayonet through 
the Governor’s assailant. He was res­
trained, however, and the man was ar-

DEATH LIST NUMBERS 100.

Disaster in Mexican Mine Worse 
Than Reported.

Monterey, Mex., March 1.—The 
work of rescuing imprisoned miners 
and recovering the bodies of those 
who are dead in the coal mines of 
thc Sabinas Coal Company at Rosita, 
State of Coahuila, is still in progress. 
Eighty-five bodies have been remov­
ed More than fifty of these were 
Japanese and the remainder were 
Mexicans.

It is thought that all of the sur­
vivors of the explosion have been lib­
erated, and that only a few more 
bodies will be found. The death list 
will total approximately 100.
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KING HENRY’S NOTES
SAID TO HAVE BEEN FOUND ON 

AN ANCIENT VOLUME.

The Royal Polygamist's Plea-Inter­
pellations Draw Attention to Pas­
sages in Book Bolstering Up 
King’s Contentions Against Kath-

London, March 1.—A book dvnler of 
the name of Thorpe, while examining a 
newly-acquired first edition of Erasmus’ 
work on marriage, “Christiani Matri- 
moni Inatio,” found evidence that it had 
been Ih>uii<1 especially for the library of 
King Henry \ 111. A more interesting 
discovery was numerous contemporary 
marginal notes under the lining, which 
Mr. Thoryie is convinced were made by 
the Royal polygamist himself.

The book was published in 152U, the 
year in which King Henry applied to 
the Po|>e for a divorce from Katherine 
of Aragon. The handwritten appella­
tions draw attention to jiassages bolster­
ing the King's contentions against 
Katherine.

The writing, liowever. differs from the 
authenticated examples of King Hen­
ry's. It may lie. perlwps, the writing 
of the Royal librarian, or other em­
ployee, who had been directed to exam­
ine the authorities to find support for 
the King's contention.

WANTS WIFE SILENCED.

Clergyman Makes Curious Application 
to Courts.

London. March L—A case unprece­
dented in the annals of the Scottish 
Court- came before l^ord Guthrie in the 
Edinburgh courts this week, when the 
Rev. Herbert lleriet Hill, an Episcopa­
lian elergyman of Dundee, asked for nil 
interdict against his wife, from whom 
lie is living apart under and English 
deed of separation.

His wife, he said, having made up her 
mind to make his life miserable in Scot­
land, followed him wherever he went 
and spread unfounded and slanderous 
stories about him. He had been com­
pelled to leave three or four places, lie 
.said, because of his wife’s. slanderous

By the advice of his ecclesiastical su­
periors he sought to have his wife in­
terdicted from spreading these slanders 
in Dundee.

Lord Guthrie said that there was no 
authority for giving judgment against 
persons who said things. He would, 
liowever, grant an order for service of 
petition, which Mrs. Hill could answer 
within six days.

TERRORISTS EXECUTED.

Seven Hanged at Daybreak Near 
Kronstadt.

St. Petersburg, March 1.—The seven 
terrorists who were condemned to death 
by a court-martial for complicity in a 
plot against the lives of Grand Duke 
Nicholas Nivholaievitch and M. Chtche- 
glovitoff, Minister of Justice, and whose 
sentence was confirmed yesterday by 
Gen. Hazenkampt, chief of the general 
staff, were hanged at daybreak to-day at 
Lissy Noss, a peninsula opposite Kron­
stadt. Among those who suffered death 
were t’alvino, the supposed Italian, who ! 
had in his possession when arrested a i 
passport issued to the real Calvino. the 
St. Petersburg correspondent of two 
Italian papers, and three women, two of 
whom were eighteen and nineteen years 
oi age, respectively.
