In scarcely any instance can this be 
considered correct. Evidence from farm- 
vis the whole Dominion over shows cow 
testing to be one of the best time-saving 
organizations ever introduced. Why? 
Because it shows definitely that many 
men have wasted precious time on cows 
that do not produce enough milk and 
fat to pay the cost of feed. Thus, the 
very men who say they have “no time” 
to take up cow testing are the very men 
who unconsciously waste thousands of 
valuable hours. There is time, appar­
ently, amongst the unthinking class of 
farmers for attending to thousands of 
profitless cows. With a herd of twenty 
unselected cows (out of which probably 
three are not making any profit) it 
would take the small total of twenty 
hours during the whole year, spread 
-over three days each month, to keep 
such simple records as would enable the 
owner to select with certainty the most 
economical producers. Why waste time 
year after year on cows that average 
‘about 14 lbs. of milk per day for seven 
months, when a few minutes per month, 
plus a little brain power, will materially 
assist in building up a profitable herd?

Chatty Letter From London Felling 

How to See Things.

The King’s Herses—Better Boys 
For Ireland—Funny Stery.

To the. Editor of the Times:
Sir;—Here we are again in this hust­

ling great city, the metropolis of the 
universe, after the pleasantest voyage 
we have ever experienced. Three years 
ago in a letter I told you of our strik­
ing a Scotch trawler during a fog in the 
Firth of Clyde ; last year of the thrill­
ing rescue of two fishermen in a small 
boat in the middle of the ocean during 
a storm at sea. This year there was 
nothing of much interest to record, 
save the large quantity of ice; never 
saw such bergs, and so large, so beauti­
ful; as we came up three passed by, as­
suming all sorts of fantastic shapes, and 
colored by the imagination they were a 
sight worth beholding. On arrival here, 
the first thing for a Canuck to do is to 
call at the Canadian Commissioner’s of­
fice and register. Other years we have 
always met and had a chat with our 
representative, Lord Strathcona. He is 
away in Canada at present, so we left a 
picture of the school named after him; 
with our compliments, and there is no 
doubt he will send us his photo to plàce 
in it. One of the advantages of calling 
at this office and making yourself 
known, is you get the entree to a lot of 
places of interest that the ordinary 
Londoner could never get within a mile 
of, except by strong wire-pulling. The 
first day there probably comes to your 
hotel tickets of admission to the House 
of Commons and the House of Lords; 
the next day there will be tickets of en­
try to the King’s mews, or stables, and 
for lovers of horses and their appurte­
nances this is a privilege very much en­
joyed. In these stables are 120 magnifi­
cent horses of every shade and variety, 
saddle and driving, used by the royal 
family and their equerries. Every horse 
is named after some famous place, hab­
ile or individual. The most interesting 
of all the buneh are the eight beautiful 
cream horses used only once a year to 
drive their Majesties in the state coach 
to the House of Commops. The stables 
are fine, loltv buildings, sanitary 
every way. There is a large separate 
room for the harness, there being separ 
ate sets for each pair of horses and 
everything to match and in unison. 
There are thousands of pounds in value 
represented here. Then there are the 
Queen’s carriage? and others, all of in 
terest; but the most interesting object 
of all is the state coach itself. It is 148 
years since it was first used by one of 
the Georges. It weighs over four tons, 
is 24 feet long; when the eight horses 
are attached it is 111 feet in length, and 
must be a pretty sight. The gilded fig­
ures anti gold work are superb; in fact, 
it is said to be the finest coach in exist­
ence. One fact about this visit is this, 
on your ticket of admission you are re­
quested particularly not to tip the ser­
vants. In this land of tips this ie a 
pleasant surprise, and in spite of no ti] 
they are most polite and agreeable 
showing one around. Every day almost 
there comes a ticket of admission to 
some interesting spot, so remember, Mr. 
traveller, and call at the Canadian Com­
missioner’s office and register, or you 
will miss many pleasant experiences.

We arrived at Liverpool just an hour 
before the Luca nia was burnt, and saw 
her lying at the dock; saw the Maure­
tania also pull out for America.

but the Government" has taken a firm 
stand, and legislation is being enacted 
now to settle the thing for all time.

SHOT HIM.
Arther Sciilkt Killed by Soi-ii- 

Law’t Hired Min.

Zealandia, Sask., Sept. 2.—Arthur 
Scaillet was shot down in his tracks 
about 8 o’clock last night by Edgar 
Harold Hope, the eighteen-year-old hired 
man of the victim’s son-in-law. This af­
ternoon Hope is undergoing a prelimin­
ary examination before Magistrate Mc­
Lean at Zealandia, having confessed the 
shooting. It happened ou the farm of 
Scaillet’s son-in-law, Durnan or Durn-

Scaillet crossed over from his farm to 
that of his son-in-law, adjoining. He 
wanted to borrow a horse, but his son- 
in-law for some reason or other refused 
the elderly man’s request; the two, gos­
sip has it, never being on the best of 
terms. They fell to quarrelling verlially, 
and then to blows, and in the midst of 
this young Hope, Durnan’s hired man, 
went into the house and, seizing a loaded 
shotgun, ran td the scene feQ^Jet the 
father-in-law have the charge of No. 4 
shot in the heart.

Scaillet, it is said, died almost in 
stantly. Word of the affair was rushed 
over to Zealandia, about ten miles west 
(of where the shooting occurred, and 
Constable Gtey went to the scene. The 
body of Scaillet and bis slayer were 
taken to Zealandia, where they are now.

The report of the R. N. W. M. P. of 
ficer to Captain Walker here this morn­
ing reads: "Edgar Harold Hope shot and 
killed Arthur Scaillet, ten miles east of 
Zealandia, last night. Hope arrested 
and made free confession of crime. Pre­
liminary hearing takes place to-day.'

FINE POST.
Henbory-Williims to be Brigadier- 

General in Scettish Cemmand.

Ottawa, Sept. 2.—Colonel Sir "John 
Hanbury Williams, military secretary to 
his Excellency the Governor-General, has 
been offered by the British War Office 
and has accepted the appointment of 
brigadier-general in charge of the admin­
istration of the Scottish command, lie 
will leave Canada in a few weeks, to as 
Biime his new and important post in 
Scotland. Sir John came to Canada 
with Earl Grey over four years ago, 
and has been one of the most generally 
popular and capable secretaries to vice­
royalty in .the history of Rideau Hall.

Before coming to Canada, be served 
with hie regiment in India, in Burma 
and in the Soudan and South Africa cam­
paigns, and was mentioned in despatches 
for distinguished serviqes. He was 
knighted last year on the occasion of 
the Quebec tercentenary celebration. 
In South Africa he was military secre­
tary.

GRENFELL BOAT
REPORTED LOST, BUT DOCTOR 

THOUGHT TO BE SAFE.

Whole Crew Believed to Have Per­
ished—Fishing Boat Hauled Up a

‘'New Log Line and Buoyed it Near 
Spot.

St. John’s, Nfld., Sept. 2.—Information 
(received here gives meagre details of 
the loss of a yacht said to be connected 
with the mission work of tyr. Grenfell.

Last evening the inspector-general8 
of police received a message from St. 
Anthony saying that the steamer Pros­
per o (Capt. Kean) brought news of 
the supposed wreck of a steam yacht 
from New York, near the entrance to St. 
Anthony.

A fishing boat hauled up a new log 
line and got it buoyed near the scene to 
mark the spot where the ship went

Further news is expected on the arri­
val of the Prospero on Friday.

It is hardly likely that Dr. Grenfell 
himself would be on the boat, as he al­
ways travels on the Strathcona, a yacht 
that was given him some years ago by 
Lord Strathcona. The yacht mentioned 
in the despatch is an American one, giv­
en him at New Y'ork. His headquarters, 
however, are at St. Anthony, where the 
wreck is reported from. About three 
weeks ago he left to return to the Lab­
rador coast, after delivering leçtures at 
Yale and Harvard Colleges on his work.

The Andrew J. McCosh, a memorial to 
Dr. Andrew J. McCosh, of Princeton, left 
Now York last June to be used by Dr. 
Wilfred T. Grenfell as an emergency 
hospital boat on the Labrador coast. 
The yacht is fitted up with an auxiliary 
engine, but it was the intention to have 
her proceed under canvas whenever it 
was possible.

DEAD AT AGE OF 124.

Joe Coture, of Owen Sound, Is No 
More—Was Giant in Strength.

Owen Sound Sun : Joe Coture is dead. 
And in his death Owen Sound loses one 
of its best-known figures. A man of ; 
giant fraime, and strength consistent 
with his size, he was a conspicuous fig­
ure, whether on the streets, or in his 
boat sailing up the river. But of late 
the old man had been failing. His big' 
frame grew gaunt, his step slow. About 
a month ago, while cutting wood, he 
gashed his foot with the axe. His sys­
tem, enfeebled by age, was not able to 
withstand the shock. According to his 
own story, «he was boni in 1785, and 
was therefore 124 years old. His mother 
was a squaw, his. father a Frenchman. 
The first three years of Joe - life were 
spent amid Indian surroundings, then 
his parents came to this locality and 
settled near the point where his cabin 
now stands. His early years wen- 
spent here; hut the “wanderlust” of 
his Indian ancestors asserted itself, and 
for years he travelled, visiting many 
places in Canada and the Republic to the 
south. His wanderings over, he returned 
and spent the rest of his days here fish­
ing and hunting and trapping until 
game became too scarce.

On one occasion it is said he went 
to buy a barrel of salt for his fish. 
The merchant jocularly sa id, “Joe, you 
can have a barrel if you’ll slinuldt'r it.” 
“All right.” growled Joe. and stoop­
ing. he caught barrel by the chinest 
and with a mightÿ* heave hoisted it 
over his head and set it across his 
broad shoulders. Then, grinning at the 
discomfited merchant, he walked off, 
carrying the barrel. When one looked 
at the man a year or so ago—six feet 
four inches tall, and broad in propor­
tion—the story was eas yto believe.

Joe was a great boxer

but with all his strength and all hie 
lov'g' for game, he -was never, quarrel­
some. He was always considered one 
of Owen Sound’s most pgjypeable and 
law-abiding citizens.

SHOOTING ACCIDENT
Yeung Farmer Kii|ed Near Syden­

ham—Two Deaths in Manitoba.

Kingston, Sept. 2.—Yesterday morn­
ing Stanley Scales, a young farmer of 
Sydenham, met death while duck hunt­
ing. Procuring a boat from a neighbor 
he was in the act of stepping into it 
when his gun was accidentally dis­
charged, the charge penetrating his right 
lung. He was found shortly after, partly 
in the boat and partly in the water. 
Dr. Lockhart, of Sydenham, was called 
immediately ,and, after careful inspec­
tion of the body, decided an inquest wm 
unnecessary. The body was removed to 
the home of the deceased, and interment 
will take place at Verona, his former 
home, to-morrow. He leaves a wife 
and one child.

Winnipeg, Sept. 2.—The usual casu­
alties of the shooting season are being 
recorded, and. although the opening was 
only yesterday, so far two fatalities are 
recorded. One of these occurred at Glen 
Ewing, where Maxwell McDonald, & 
leading business man. was instantly 
killed while cleaning his gun. To-day 
a report of the fatal wounding of Alfred 
O. Webb, a C. N. R. employee at Del- 
mar, has been received. He had wound­
ed some game, and while attempting to 
kill it with the butt of his sporting 
rifle he received a bullet in the abdo­
men.

R. W. Stirton. of North Battle ford, 
had two fingers shot off, and J. F. 
Belliveau. of South Battleford, had his 
ankle shattered.

In consequence, tlio 
Japanese are allowed to hunt at all 
times to within three miles of the 
rookeries with firearms, while the local 
sealers can hunt only in the open sea­
son outside a radius of sixty miles from 
the seal islands, and n\ust use spear»
