NO WINE AT CALIFORNIA'S INAUGURAL.

In the Calfornia seuatea bill recently
passed by the assembly to give the inaug-
“ural ball committee the use of the capitol
buildings for that function, came up for
consideration, and Senator Cutter, of
Yuba, proposed an amendment providing
that no liquor should be used in connect-
ion with the ball. Senator Cutter's
speech is reported by the papers as fol-
lows: :

“Fonr years ago I stood upou one of
the stairways of the capitol and witnessad
scenes that would cause any oue to blush.
Some of the waiters were tipsy, part of
the men and women were also tipsy, and
the actions of some of them were shame-
less. Similar scenes occurred in the sen-
ate and assembly chambers, which were
used by some of those present as drinking
bootas. These scenes were a disgrace to
the state. I understand that $600 is to
be expended inthe purchase of cham-
pagne—"

**No,” broke in Senator Bettman, of
San Frauncisco, *‘not champagne, but still
wine.”

“Well.” continued Senater Cuatter,
**§600 worth of ‘still wine’ would be suf-
ficient to intoxicate every one at the ball.
Such scenes of intoxications as those I
have mentioned have always occurred at
the inaugural balls, and this report should

be stopped.”

The amendment was carried without a
vote in the opposition, and when the ball
was given on Jan. 9, nothing stronger
than lemonade was served. .

WOOLLEY IN THE WEST.

John-G. Woolley has just completed a
series of thirty-fouraddresses in Nebraska.
With the exception of vbe, every minis-
ter of the Guspel of all denominations has
cooperated and made the meétings ‘‘un-
ion.” Churches have been opened and
opera houses have only been secured on
account of the seating capacity being
greater. Large audiences greeted Mr.
Wooiley everywhere. At Crab Orchard,
a place of two hundred population, peo-
p'e came for miles until the little M. E.
church was filled with five hundred peo-
ple.

The planncw is to give each state a
specified month in which to arrange for
Mr. Woolley. “The first to apply will be
the first to be served.” Jowa is to have
February. Mr. 'Woolley will return to
Nebraska in March, and probably give
the month of April to Kwsas. sWhite-
ribboners of the above named states will
please note thesc appointments and take
time by the forelock.

THE LIQUOR PARTY AND LOCAL OPTION IN
o NORWAY.

By Agnes E. Slack.

Almost every day furnishes fresh evi-
dences of the energy and cleverness with
which the pro-liguor propaganda is car-
ried on. So greatis this energy that
within the last few years the propaganda
has developed into an international af-
fair, and is worked for the promotion of
the interests of the trade throughout the
world. Carefully’ concocted misstate.
ments regarding, say, America or Canada,
are largely used, not only in this country,
but throughout the whole of our esloriz-
ed empire, as well as in all the leading
countries of the continent of Europe.

What the pro-liquor papers have been
calling ‘‘the overwhelming vietory’ of
the propaganda everywhere save in Cana-
da. The conditions as to sobriety of the
people of France, who ‘‘are not driven to
diunkeness by your humbugging temper-
ance legislation,” is lied about in Eng-
land, the United States, Canada, Austra-
lia and Northren Europe, with conspic-
uous skill and pertinacity, and also with
great and trinmphant success. The lat-
est bit of falsehood “‘sent around” by the
propaganda is from Norway. Now I
have been in Norway, and have a good
many friends there, and they are kind
enough to keep me posted up with re-
spect to facts connected with the temper-
ance reform in that country.

Temperance people know that two or
three years ago alaw was passed.m Nor-
way which gives to the people of the
towns the power to suppress the sale of
spirits in their respective municipali-
ties. The communes of Norway have
possessed a similar power for half a cen-
tury, and have prohibited the sale of
spirits almost everywhere throughout the
rural districts.
municipalities in Norway, and in eight-
een of them the people have already ex-

ercised to the fullest extent the option of |

prohibition “which the law allows them.
The Gothenburg system was not good
enough for them, so they suppressed the
sanlangs. This was an awkward fact for
the liquor people, one ot whose ill-
grounded arguments is that a veto law
would be valueless, because it would not
be brought into operation; so the edge of
the fact, with respect to the action of the
municipalities of Norway, had tv be turn-
ed. The liquor people could hardly deny
that the prohibitory law had been exten-
sively adopted, but they saw a way in
which it could be made to appear that it
had been a failure as regards the mitiga-
tion of intemperance. Indeed, they as-
serted that ‘‘its effect was to canse the
the immediate increase of drunkenness.”

Now there may either have been an in-
crease of drunkenness, or there may only

have been an increase in the number of
arvests for that ofifence, since the sale of
spirits was prohibited. It is, I believe, a
fact that in some of the municipalities in
which the samlags have bsen abolished,
this latter has been the case. Dut it is
also a fact that in Christiania, DBergen,
and other towns in  which the samlags
have not been suppressed, a much great-
er increase in the number of arrests for
‘drunkeness has taken place than in those
in which the bolage—or spirvit-selling
companies—have not been permitted to
exist. The truth is that throughout the
country generally the police were ordered
to be much stricter with inebriates than
they used to be, and in most places they
have been much stricter.  Wine and beer
continue to be sold freely in those towns
of Norway where the spirit companies
are prohibited. The suppression of the
sale of spirits is a long way short of total
prohibition of the liguor trade— which is
what the friends of temperance in Nor-
way are working for.

Another part of the assertion of the
enemies of suppression is that what has
been-done has led to the establishment of
*illicit stills,” but no proof is ever offéred
that it has done anything of the kind.
What is usually said is that a heavily al-
coholized wine; called ‘‘laddevin,” has
been  substituted for the prohibited
spirits. How, then, should there bs such
an increased demand for spirits as to
up of illicit stills?
The outlet for spirits has been diminish-
ed, other drinks have been substitued,
and the old manufactories ennnot supply
an adequate quantity} Such is the
theory, and it is so grossly improbable
that some evidence of the detection of
such stills is surely necessary. It looks
effective in a‘newspaper paragraph to say
that illicit stills have been set up in con-
sequence of the prohibition of the sale of
spirits, But it is not true. My Norwe-
gian eorrespondents—who are most care-
ful and accurate people—assure me that
diligent inquiries about such illicit stills
have heer made, and that no trace what-
ever of them has been found. The state-
ments abouc them are figments of the
pro-liquor propaganda. i
