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HOEDELS EXECUTION.

HOW THEY MANAGE SUCH THINGS IN
PRUSSIA,

Hoedel's execution was something quite
out of the common, even for Berliners. Not
since February, 1865, when Louis Grothe, a
young man who, with his mistress and his
mother hacked in pieces and thrown into the
river a Franch teacher named (Gregy, was ex-
ecuted, had the axe fallen on a guilty wretch’s
neck—at the capital, that is, for there were
a few executions in the provinces. The old
emperor’s invariable pracfice was to commute
the sentence when a death warrant was
handed to him, and he would have spared
Hodel's life had not the Crown Prince and
Prince Von Bismarck pressed him to remem-
ber that clemency here might encourage
socialist assassins elsewhere as in Germany.
The scaffold was erected in the prison yard,
where about 50 persons, magistrates and
awyers' municipal officials, military officials
and members of the police force, besides
some reporters, were gathered, The prisoner,
conducted by three wardens, walked with a
firm step to the foot of the scaffold and stared
impudently around at the assembly. Coun-
cillor Hollman, who was charged with super-
intending the execution, took his place at
the table and read loudly the sentence of
death and death warrant. At the eonclusion
Hoedel spat upon the ground and cried,
“Bravo!” The magistrate now turned to
a tall, strongly-built man about 30 or 35
years of age, handsome, with a small mus-
tache, and neatly, indeed elezantly, attired in
a fine linen shirt, with waistcbat and trousers
of. black broadcloth. This was Herr Krautz,
the executioner. The old headsman, W.
Ramsdel, who had grown rich through the
exercise of his minoﬁ[uncliun of dog-catcher
to the city, was no longer equal to the serious
labor of striking off a man's head at a blow,
and so passed over his axe—to the young
man. It is & large weapon, a good deal like
a butcher’s cleaver in appearance, with a very
keen, straight edge. It was ground to the
sharpness of a razor the afternoon before the
execution. .

Holding up the warrant that the heads-
man might see the Crown Prince’s signature,
Councillor Hollman said to him: “ Note
this document, and now receive from me the
tinsmith Emil Peinreich Max Hoedel, de-
livered to you to be beheaded.” ¢ Come this
way,” said the headsman to Hoedel, who ran
lightly up the three steps leading to the plat-
form, #nd threw off his coat and waiscoat, At
this mpment the chapel-b:1l began tolling :
he gazad in its direction, then looked round
on tho¥e present with an ironical sneer.
Throwin l}\)WIl his braces, Hoedel began to
unbotton his shirt, but could not unfasten
one of the buttons. One of the wardens
went to his assistance and turned it down
beneath his shoulders, leaving the neck and
the upper part of the breast bare. Mean-
while two other keepers had tied the con-
demned man’s arms and ankles. They then
carried him pinioned and helpless, to the
block, which was of a stout hardwood, with
a hollow to receive the neck, and painted
blood red. Laying him om it, face down-
wards, a strong leathern band was fastened
over the baek of the head so that it could not
be moyed, and a clearly defined mark was
offered for the headman’s blow. Opening a
a leathern case, on which were in gold the
figures ““ 1378," Krautz took out the glitter-
ing new axe, and taking his aim, with an al-
most imperceptible aim, swung the weapon
aloft and brought it hissing down on the
band of flesh between the leathern fastening
and the turned back shirt. Only one jdow
was needed. The blood sprang out of the
immense wound ; thg neck vanished (so it
seemed) and there was'feft the trunk.which
twitched spasmodically a few times, and the
head, which looked as if it had been shorn
off just at the chun. A very slight contrac-
tion er movement of the skin of the forehead
was noticeable. The whole operation lasted

two minutes and a half. A coffin was brought

out, into which the still bleeding remains
were pitched ; it was placed in a hole already
dug in a corner of the prison yard; the earth
was filled in and all was over.

ILLUMINATING FACTORIES BY THE
ELECTRIC LIGHT.

In the works of the Union Screw Com-
pany, on Case avenue, Cleveland, a few
evenings ago, a party of ladies and gentlemen
assembled to witness the trial of an electric
light. The apparatus employed was invented
by Mr. Chas. E‘. Brush, of Cleveland. It
consists of a Brush, dynamo-electric machine
of 12,000 candle-power, arranged to give
four separate cwirents, each running an
electric lamp of 3,000 candle-power. Two
of the lamps were placed on the third and
two on the fourth floor of the immense
building, and when the engine was started
up, the machine started at the same time,
and, without the slightest manual interfer-
ence, the lamps flashed out all their magnifi-
cence. The effect was most brilliant. The
rooms were flooded with a pure white light
like the light of the sun, and it streamed
out of all the windows, illuminating houses
and streets for a long distance in every direc-
tion. The light was very uniform and
steady, free from flickering that used to be
an accompaniment of the electric light, and,
considering  the enormous illuminating
power, the light was unexpectedly soft and
endurable to the eyes.. An opportunity was
afforded to test the character and whiteness
of the light. Worsteds, scarfs, afghans, ete.
of brilliant shades were hanging against the
wall at one side of the room, and it was
noticed that the colors were brought out as
clearly as by the full light of the sun.
Estimates were made as to the amount that
the light furnished by this apparatus would
cost, if used by the Screw Company as it
was used on this occasion, and it was ascer-
tained that the total cost of the whole light
from the four lamps, including the items of
consumption of carbon in the lamps, interest
on the invnstment, and ware and tare, would
not exceed 30 cents per hour, The light
produced was photometrically equal to 80
gas burners, burning 5 feet of gas per hour
each. This amount of gas would cost §8

per hour. The great saving is at once ap-
parent.

A YELLOW FEVER PEN PICTURE:
The following communication, addressed
to the chairman of the New York Chamber
cf Commerce by the president of the Howard
Association and the acting mayor of Vicks-
burg, Miss., is a vivid pen picture of the
yellow fever, as experienced in that city :

* Our entire force, as well as the physicians,
and nurses, are solely occupied in this
fearful struggle with death.  Doctors

do not pause for necessary sleep, and con-
tinue their endless rounds even when the
dread destroyer is in their own households,
and we toerefore fail to have reports from
them of the number of cases under treatment.
They have tried to report in person, but we
have always to request their immediate de-
parture to see other and later cases. Most
of us on duty at our rooms and elswhere have
fever in our families, but we are trying to
supply the calls for doctors, nurses, medicines
and food, and to do so under such rules and
regulations as will protect us from impostors
and enable us to meet the wants of all the
needy.

There is, however, but little danger of
charity going astray or being wronged when
the entire city and its suburbs is a vast
hospital, with every chamber occupied and
no outlet save the grave. The struggle is
now so desperate that we can scarcely realize
other wants than the immediate necessities
of the sick, dying and dead, and this takes
over $2,000 daily of our funds and fully as
much from outside organizations. But as
the fever lessens we then shall have distress
in another form. Tha children will beg for
bread. Death’s horrors are reduced for want
of subjects. Nature will assist itself, and
the survivors of the wreck will be helpless
mariners afloat, without rudder, sail or
motive power,

The fever may subside by the middle of
October, but no work or traffic or commerce
of any kind will come to us until the middle
of November gives assurances of no conta-
gion. We are helpless to set the wheels of
our life in motion sooner, and must need the
good will and kindly offices of those more
happily situated. Till then, if there was
not another case of fever to occur, we should
still be isolated and stricken, for no one
would come tous nor desire us to come to
them.”

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STANLEY SHOW.

Stanley Show came off on Tuesday last,
October 1, under the most favorable circum-
stances. The weather was so exceedingly
fine that it would have made the show a
success even if the show by itself had been a
failure which it was far from being. It is
impossible to imagine finer weather than
was enjoyed on the first two or three days of
October. The country clothed in its russet
and varied tinted autumn garb looked most
beautiful, and must have been admired by
visitors going and returning, by different
routes, to and from Stanley. Rare bits of
scenery were to be seen which would eapti-
vate an artist’s eye, showing brilliant color-
ing and wonderful play of lizht and shadow.
There are many ways of approaching or
leaving Stanley. Old pathways winding
their devious way up hill and down dale,
through the shadowy woods may be used
partly, instead of bare and exposed roads
traversing wastes and barrens, from which
fine glimpses may be obtained of broad
stretches of country glorified in the golden |
haze.

The left bank is more abrupt than the right,
and the land above it presents the appearance
of a hillside country, and it is traversed by
several roads leading to different settlements
in the parish of Stanley, to Giant’s Glen,
away towards the west, to Willimsburg more
to the north, and to the Ward and Irish
settlements towards the east. The old road
to Miramichi crosses a bridge a short dis-
tance below the two mills and winds up the
steep incline, and gives off a branch to the
Maple Grove, the rearmost settlement of the
parish. The village of Stanley on the riglit
bank looking up to it from the river appears
torun down hill in a somewhat quaint and
zig zag fashion; well up the hill, is the noted
hosterly “ the Stanley Arms " which (it being
show time) flies the Union Jack, and is a
conspicuous object, Stanley does not present
the appearance of a rapidly progressive place.
It moves, but slowly. The parish of Stanley
is very extensive, besides those already men-
tioned, there are other settlements stretching
back from the western bank of the river.
* Lime Kilns" ¢ Red Rock,” and Woodlands.
Speaking of the growth of ¥he parish witk
special reference to the Williamsburg and
Maple Grove settlements, an old settler re-
warked that Stanley was growing in a “shock-
ing way.” But other old settlers do not think
that the progress of the parish has been start-
ling. Some of the very best agricultural
lands, and some quite close to the village, are
locked up, they would like to see something
done to compel the owners of such lands to
dispose of them. And though land in Stan-
ley is good for several crops, its soil, in its
present condition, is not weil adapted for the
culture of wheat. Much more than half the
flour the farmers of Stanley use they pur-
chase. DBut some'say that there is no neces-
sity for this, for in Stanley there is an inex-
liaustible supply of lime, which is exactly
the ingredient the soil demands to fertilize it
and adapt it for wheat. Let the deposits be
worked some say, and the price of lime re-
ducee to a cheap rate, and the farmers of
Stanley instead of buying flour will export
it. The lime d~posits are a private property
of which a lease might, "be, no doubt, easily
obtained. Those who go for lime think that
the government and land company should do
something to help the farmers to wbtain it,
others think that the Agricultural Society,
should bestir and help themselves;" instead of
holding annual shows and spending money
in prizes and hospitalities, the society’s funds
would be used to better purpose in develop-
ing the lime xiches of the parish. r.
Bernard Elliot, Vice President of the society
says, he would be willing to forego the plea-
sure of meeting his friends year by year
around the hospitable board, if something was
done to make lime cheap and easily acces-
sible.

The Stanley Agricultural Society is the
oldest society of the kind in the Province.
The former Presidents were the late Col.
Hayne, and Ilon. J. A. Beckwith, Harry
Beckwith, Esqr., now fills the chair, The
society has been in-existence for about a
quarter of a century.

DivizvurioN or Live Stock 1N Brirais.
—The London Times is apprehensive of
coming evil to British farmers from the fact,
brought out by recent agricultural statistics,
that not onlyis the area of land in the
United Kingdom under arable crop under-
going annual diminution, but that the nom-
ber of head of live stock is also decreasing.
There seems to be no doubt of the fact.
From 1866 to 1874 there was a steady in-
crease of all kinds of stock, and since that
date there has been as steady a decrease. In
1866, there were in the United Kingdom of
cattle 8,570,000 and of sheep 26,380,000. In
1874 these figures had increased to cattle, 10.-
201,000 ; and sheep. 34,826,000. In 1877,
however, the'number are found to be, cattle
9,734,000 ; sheep, 32,220,000. These figures
indicate either that British farmers are dis-
continuing sheep and cattle raising, or that
there hhs been excessive mortality among
their flocks and herds—either of them a
sufficiently serious affair. The price of meat
has never been so high as during the three
years in which the decrease has taken place,
so that the stimulus of a good market has
not been lacking.

Law for preventing the running
at large of cattle and other
animals.
Be 1t Exactep by the Mayor, Aldermen

1. No horse, sheep, swine, goat, cow, or
neat cattle, shall be permitted to run or go
in any of the streets, highways,
alleys, or public squares, or commons, or
open plots of ground, in that part of the city
comprised within the following limits, that
is to say : beginning at the water line of the
river St. John, at a point where a continua-
tion of the North-westerly side line of Smyth
street would intéysect the said water line,
thence running south-westerly along the said
line of Smyth street, until it intersects the
south-westerly side of Charlotte street, thence
south-easterly along the said live of Charlotte
street to the north-west side line of York
street, thence south-westerly along the said
line of York street to the south-west side of
the railway land (at the depot), thence along
the said railway to the south-eat side of the
college road, thence north-easterly along the
said line of the College road to the stream or
drain near John Doherty's cottage, thence
following the bed of the said stream down
stream to the river St. John, at the Second
Creek so called, and thpuse along the several
courses of the water line* of the river St.
Jobn up atream tothe place of beginning,
under a penalty of one dollar for each horse,
sheep, swine, goat, cow, or other cattle
so found going at large, to be paid by the
owner, or person having possession of the
same.

2. For the purposes of this law, any horse,
sheep, swine, goat, cow, or neat cattle found
standing or wading in the St. John river on
the Fredericton shore opposite the limits set
out in the preceeding section shall be held to
be going or running at large within the said
limits, and may be driven to pound, and the
owier be liable to the <ame penalty or pen-
alties in all respects, as if the said horse,
sheep, swine, goat, cow, or neat cattle had
been found at large within the said pre-
scribed limits,

3. No goose or geese shall be perniitted to
run at Jarge within the limits aforesaid
under a penalty of ten cents for each bird,
for each and every offence, 1o be paid by the
owner or person in possessim of such goose
or geese,

t. Any horse, sheep, swine, goat, cow, or
neat cattle, or goose found at large contrary
to the provisions of this law, shall and may
be driven to pound by any Commons driver
appointed by the City Council, or by any
Peace Officer within the City, and nay be
impounded unti! the drivers and  pound
keepers fees are paid.

5. In the event of the owner of any horse,
sheep,-swine, goat, cow, neat cattle, or goose,
claiming the same from the driver before
actual impounding, and paying or tendering
to such driver his fee for driving, the said

6. It shall be the duty of the driver when
any cow is released by him as in the fore-
going section, and of the pound keeper so
soon as any animal or animals impéunded are
claimed by the owner or owners thereof, to
make a complaint of such animal running at
large contrary to the provisions of the first
section of this law, to tlie Police Magistrate,
and to prosecute the offender, so far as is in
his power, to conviction.

7. The vard m connection with the Jail
in the City shall be and is hereby established
as a ]mblié pound.

8, The Pound Keeper shall keep a book
(to be supplied to him by the City Clerk) to
be called a Pound Book, and when any horse,
sheep, swine, goat, cow, neat cattle or gooss
is impounded, he shall enter a short descrip-
tion of the animal or animals, the name of
the driver or Peace Ouicer impounding the
same, the name of owner or claimant, the
amount of driver's fees due =uch driver or
due the City in the case hereinafter speci fied,
