A cablegram received yesterday

by C. W. Cross, ex-attorney general,

The reserving of judgment in the
case is held to indicate that the pro-
vince’s claim is being very seriously
considered by the court, and officials
of the departments of the government
interested are hopeful that a favor-
able decision will be rendered.

BETTER REGULATIONS
FOR ALTA. CREAMERIES

Agricultural Committee of the Legis-
ture Discussed Proposed Amend-
ments to the Act Respecting the
Mamiifacture of Butter and Cheese.

Arn-informal meeting of the Legisla-
tive Committee
held  Tuesday to consider draft
a}nepdments tc the Act respecting the
manufacture of biuter and  cheeése.
Dairy Commissioner Madker was pres-
ent to explain the proposed amend-
ments and there was a full attend-
ance of the committee.

The purpose of the amendments
which will be submitted to the Légis-
lature in thé form of a bill are in or-!
der to provide a uniform standard of
butter and cheése as well as for cream
‘testing, etc., for private creameries
and co-operative ones alike.

Hon. Mr. Marshall in explaining
the purport of the new regulations to
the committee said that in the past
some government creameries were put
out of business by private ones. There
was no objection to this from the gov-
ernment standpoint.as the government
wished the enterprise in the end to be
in the hands of private individuals
but it wanted to be assured that the
farmer was getting the same deal from
private institutions. A stan@ard system
was required and one that would be
fair to the farmers. This was what the
new bill was intended to give.

The different clauses of the dratt
were discused at some length and the
provisions expldined by _the Dairy
Commisioner. Shortly before noon it
was all adopted.

The committee then took up amend-
ments to the Weed Ordinance and
considered them. The most impprtant
provi®ions wdre that the {ime for ex-
terminating weeds after notice had

'been given was changed from ten to

five days.
