Bombing continued without respite day 
and night. Over 11 tone of bombs were 
dropped on enemy airdromes at Gontrode 
and hostile billets and communications 
In the battle area and on a dump and 
the headquarters near Cambrai. The 
enemy also carried out many bombing 
raids during the night, but did little 
damage of military importance.

“A photograph taken of the results of 
our bombing at the Gontrode airdrome 
shows that Saturday night one shed of 
the airdrome was hit. The same shows 
three large German machines which 
landed in a field five "miles south of the 
Gontrode airdrome. Two of these ma­
chines clearly were damaged, and recon- 
noissances today showed all three ma­
chines still lying in the field. A large 
airship shed which is now used for the 
accommodation of Gotha airplanes at 
this airdrome, is reported to have been 
set on fire last night

“The enemy aircraft were not very ac­
tive yesterday, but a few large forma­
tions were encountered.

“Four German machines were downed 
and eight driven down out of control. 
Five of our airplanes are missing.’*
