Sr. PerErsBURG, Aug. 22.—The Novoe
Vreinya says that after the calming effect
of the Imperial meeting the policy of
Austris in the Balkans remains the only
menace to peace. The sincere friends of
peace, it says, ought to come to an agree-
ment to remove this constant source of
danger.

Beruin, Aug. 22.—The Post says that
Russia ought to prove her desire for peace
by consenting to an arrang by which
the three great powers shall simultaneously
withdraw their troops massed on the
frontier.

The Anglo-Portuguese Agreement,

Lissox, Aug. 22.—According to the
Portuguese version of the Anglo-i"ortugucse
agreement, England recognizes as Portu-

uese territory the portion of the angle
‘rom 11° south latitude to the northern
boundary of the German sphere, Great
Britain having free way between her
northern and southern territories. All the
country westward from Lake Nyassa will
be British territory. The agreement also
provides that any further boundary disputes
shall be referred to arbitration. The tran-
sit dues in Portuguese territory are not to
exceed 8 per cent. ad valorom. The com-
ments of the Lisbon press are generally
favorable to the treaty.

Conflicting Reports.

Crry or Mexico, Aug. 22.—The Gaute-
malan Minister says a treaty between Sal-
vador and Gautemala was signed Aug. 18,
Gautemala reserving five days in which to
ratify the convention. The conditions of
the agreement are: (1) The retirement of
Ezeta from the Presidency; (2) Ayala to
take possession of the Presidency and to
order an election for president; (3) the
state of affairs existing before June 22 to be
re-established.

LA LiserTap, Aug. 22.—It is reported
the terms of peace presented by the diplo-
matic corps from Gautemala have been re-
jected by the Salvador Government as not
advantageous to the latter country. This
will complicate matters still further and a
renewal of hostilities is expected.
