BELLBOY TO
RICH MINSTREL

Interesting- Career of George
Primrose. .

Did He Learn to Dance on the
G. 7. R. Depot Steps or by Moon-
light on Clark’s Bridge?

Probably there will be many friends
and admirers of the famous minstrel
comedian, George Primrcse, to give
him a cordial “welcome heme,” at the
Grand here tomorrow night, and there
will be many in the audience who will
recall those far away days when Prim-
rose, as a mere youngster, first gave

promise of a successful professional
career. It is almost unnecessary to
mention the fact that this is Mr.
Primrose’s native town, a fact of which
he is duly proud, and it is likewise
unnecessary to record the further well-
known fact that the embryotic
comedian was serving in the humble
capacity of bell-boy at the Tecumseh
House when his ambition was aroused,
and he determined to win for himself
a name behind the footlights.

It was an eventful day in the life of
young Primrose when Skiff and Gay-
lord’s Minstrels paid a visit to London
and gave one of their brilliant char-
acteristic performances. The leading
lights of the troups, which was the
greatest minstrel organization of the
day, were those wonderful dancers,
Messrs. Delehanty and Hengler. They
were the originators of a peculiarly
graceful style of ‘*‘soft-shoe” dancing,
which has since almost gone out of
vogue, Young Primrose who had
saved up enough coppers to purchase
a front row seat in the gallery, sat en-
thralled throughout the performance,
and the next day his resolution was
made in solemn earnest. He, too, would
be a minstrel. He contrived to fix up,
through his own ingenuity, a crude
tambourine and a pair of bones, and
thereafter all his leisure time was
spent in practicing en these home
made instruments, and in shufiling
wing steps in the privacy of his attic
bedroom.
