REPORTS COOL WEATHER 
OVER ALL THE DOMINION

Toronto, Aug. 22.—Cool weather, 

accompanied by storms in some parts, 
is prevailing in nearly all sections of 
the Dominion. White River, .Ont, 
apparently did its best to maintain its 
reputation by registering frost, but 
only managed to sink the mercury to 
34 above, as the lowest during the 
night. Prospects are for continued 
coolness all over the Dominion, for a 
day or two at any rate, without like­
lihood of frost, however, at least not 
south of the Arctic circle.

enforce the 44-hour week with in­
creased wages and compel the main­
tenance of sanitary shop, conditions.
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argains In Leather Ottawa, Aug. 22.—A strong warn­
ing to Canadian dairymen of the 
need of better methods to meet the 
competition of New Zealand and Aus­
tralian cheese and butter is given 
by J. A. Ruddick, dairy and cold stor­
age commission of the dominion in 
a bulletin just issued by him as a re­
sult of his recent visit to the Anti­
podes to study the dairy industry 
there.

"During the years in which Can­
ada was the principal source of sup­
ply in the world's market for cheese 
of the Cheddar type," says Mr. Rud­
dick “the producers of that article 
took very little interest in what the 
competitors were doing. The lack of 
serious competition engendered a 
false sense of security.

Supplant Canadians.-
The announcement last year that 

New Zealand had pushed Canadians 
out of first place as the largest ex­
porters of cheese was rather a shock 
to Canadian producers, all the more 
violent because of its suddenness. 
Quite as important, however, as the 
increase in the volume of New Zea­
land cheese available for export, is the 
marked improvement reported in its 
quality.

"In the case of butter also, the 
conditions prevailing in Canada dur­
ing the past ten or twelve years have 
not provided the needful spur to se­
cure the best results. With prac­
tically the whole of their butter be­
ing marketed at home, the Canadian 
butter makers lost that touch with 
the developments in taste and other 
requirements that comes to those 
whose products compete with supplies 
from other countries."

Has Better Flavor.
Comparing Canadian with .New, 

Zealand dairy products. Mr. Ruddick 
expresses the view that "the best 
Canadian Is better flavored cheese 
than any New Zealand, however, be 
adds “there are less really poor New 
Zealand cheese than there are Cana- 
dian."

"Our Impression." he says again “is 
that (New Zealand) producers have 
more self reliance and initiative than 
the same class in Canada and are 
not so much inclined to lean on the 
government."

The dairy commissioner closes his 
bulletin with suggestions for the im­
provement of dairy methods in Can­
ada. He points out that the Cana­
dian dairymen have many advantages 
over their antipodean competitors 
but says it would be folly to ignore 
that competition. He does ont sug­
gest a blind following of New Zea­
land or Australian methods but ad­
vises that Canadian producers work 
out their own salvaation in their own
