Halifax, Nov. 1.—The scope of the 

investigation to be conducted into the| 
coal mining industry of Nova Scotia 
by a commission under the public 
Inquiries act, headed by Sir Andrew 
Rae Duncan, was announced late 
Saturday afternoon by the publica­
tion of the order constituting the 
commission, relating the terms of 
reference and defining the term 
"operator." The remaining members 
of the commission are Rev. Hugh R. 
MacPherson, D.D., of Antigonish. 
N. S., and Major Hume Cronyn, K.C., 
of London, Ont.

The commission will have the 
assistance of technical experts, and 
will open its sessions in Sydney on 
Tuesday morning. It is reported that 
John L. Lewis, international presi­
dent of the United Mine Workers of 
America, and Tom Moore, president 
of the Trades and Labor Congress of 
Canada, will represent the mine 
workers before the commission.

The terms of reference require the 
commission to inquire into the “in­
come rates of wages, hours and con­
ditions of employment prevailing in 
the mines," and "whether, and if so. 
to what extent" such should be re­
vised; to investigate any inequalities 
between the different classes of mine 
workers as regards wages and con­
ditions of employment; to determine 
whether or not it is practicable to 
improve the conditions under which 
the miners labor: to inquire into the 
social and domestic conditions under 
which the miners live, and to probe 
into the cause or causes of the "con- 
stantly recurring disputes, friction 
and strife between the operators and 
their workmen."
