no lead leayes the country except in
much -higher manufaetured forms than
even the pig lead we are producing now,
and until the lead products we use will
be produced from our own mines and
not imported from abroad.

By
exporting only our raw material and
importing all our finished products, we
impoverish our country and feed the in-
dustry ‘of foreign lands. But by manu-
facturing our own raw material, and
shipping only what we do not need in
its highest stages of manufacture, we
doubly enrich ourselves, and then only
take full advantage of our resources,

THE ALASKAN OOMMISSION.

A very strange phenomenon is the
comparative - silence of the American
Dress about the Alaskan Boundary Com-
mission. We have always. understood
from the American newspapers that the
American. case had only to be disclosed
for the mists -of Canadian prejudice to
be dispelled and Great Britam won over
to compelling Canada to relinquish her
ciaims, Canada herself has always been
ready to be convinced. We have al-
ways taken the position that we do
not want anything that is not our own,
while equally strong in the position that
all that is our own we want. We should,
theretore, have naturally expected that,
as ‘tne Ameriean case was developed
vefore the comnission, it would have
been fuily reported, its salient features
brought wut and the eclinching nature
of the arguments on which the United
States depends brought home to even
tie most hostile minds; We should have
expected a warm tesumony from Great
Brtain of a widesgread = recognition
tuere that the Canadian ecase is based
upon error and unreasonable . rapacity.
vn the contrary, however, after the Cau-
adian case was closed, the proceedings
of the commission seem to have ceased
to interest the pub.ic. for all the world
as if an impregnable position had been
estaplished which it was useless to as-
sault. ‘Lhe American case, at legst in
its essential feature of maintaining the
right to the head of the. Lynn canal,
seems to have faded away. We are in-
ciined to think that this commission
will place the United States in the ex-
tremeiy uniortunate position of being
compelied to admit that it is not a just
nation and does not govern its conduet
by the rules of equity, or of making
very large concessions to the Canadian
case. Lo, get a nation to voluntarily
do- ‘what is right against its selfish in-
terests, when it is strong enough to do
what is wrong, is one of the hardest
tasks of righteous statesmanship, and
territorial disputes, whether between in-
dividuals or countries notoriously warp
the judgment and inflame preJudlpe.
Under such circumstances private in-
dividuals have recourse to the_ princi-
Ples und rules of law interpreted by in-
dependent courts and enforced by the
power of the state. In this Alaskan
business recourse is had only to the
rules and principles of law invoked be-
fore a court which equality of repre-
sentation does wnot necessarily render
impartial, which has no power to give a
definite and united ruling by a prepond-
erance of autherity, and no force be-
hind it to make effective any ruling
which it does give. That is not a very
hopeful method of attempting to solve
international disputes.

A LONGC SESSION.

Anything like the present session at
Ottawa the Dominion of Canada has
never seen. It is now the month of
October and we learn that parliament is
likely to be occupied for iwo weeks
yet over the authenticity of certain pe-
titions., .With ‘a large majority in the
House Sir Wilfrid Laurier appears to
have lost control of the business of the
nation. It may be 'said that the oppo-
sition is obstructing business. If that
is so tiere is always an-easy way to
stop obstruction by appealing to the
couns.-y. A government endorsed by the
country will never be much botngred
by obstructionist opposition. The Con-
servative party is only too anxious to
have this remedy enforced against itself.
It wants nothing better than to carry
its case against the Laurier government
to the electors, and has every coufidence
that as soon as it receives an oppor-
tunity to do so the government of Can-
ada will be changed. The Liberals are
entrenched in office, but they are not
geting as though they had much confi-
dence that they would remain entrench-
ed in office after a general election. The
long session has greatly helped to dis-
credit the government. Sir ‘Wilfrid Laur-
ier began the session with one railway
policy and is trying to wind it up with
another. If it only continues long
enough he will probably produce a third
before it is finished. If this kind of
session of parliament is to become a
normal thing in Canada our w'hole con-
ception of parliamentary duties will
have to be changed. Parliament mstead
of being composed of representatives of
the people who go for a time to the
centre to adjust the business of the
nation, will become composed alpogether
of individuals who make a business of
politics to the exclusion of everything
else, and who remiain in session all the
year round. It might be possible to
arrange holidays for them like school
children, say three weeks at (Christmas,
three weeks at Easter and two months
in, summer. But even those holidays
would probably be encroached upon un-
less protected by a rigid custom. Under
