THE QUEEN’S SPEECH. .

In the queen’'s speech to the "imperia]
patliament a hopeful view is taken of
foreign relations genmerally, also of the
situation in India and South Africa. An-
nouncement is made of the approaching

- marriage of Prince Leopeld, and the inter-
esting smbject of the treaty negotiations
with France is touched upon, though not
apparently in a very encouraging strain.
An improved condition of affairs in Ireland
is distinctly, stated, an official assurance
which the country will be glad to see con-
firmed by ‘the record of ecurrent events;
and severai minor matters of legislation
are tonched upon,

The most important part of the speech
will probably turn out to be that relating
to cerfain measures of local self-govern-
ment . which are to be: bronght forward.
In England and Wales the counties are to
have ‘conferred on’ them powers of local
self-government, similar to those engaged
by towns, ‘‘with enlarged powers of ad-
ministration, and financial charges”—a
pHirbe In Wwhich some people may perhaps
find more than meets the ear. Parliament
is to have the opportunity of considering,
both as to towns and counties, what may
bethe proper extent and most equirhle
and provident form of distribution fr. . ‘he
imperial taxes iu relief of local charges. As
there can scarcely be any intention of adding
existing agricultural troubles by increasing
local taxes, this must mean that contri-
butions from the imperial revenue to local
purpases jare- to be imcreased, which not
only shuts the door against further reduc-
tions of customs, and excise duties, but
may even be taken as suggesting that some
increase of these duties is by no means an
improbeble contingency. The new local
government proposals, as far as'they are
financial, will apply to all Great Britain,
but the case of Ireland, we are told, is re-
served * for separate consideration in con-
nection with the general subject of local
administration.”

From all this it appears, first—that Mr,
Gladstone has been seriously exercising his
copstructive powers upon some pretty large
and comprehensive séheme of local self-
government ; and next that he deems it
best to’ offer at present only a moderate
instalment of the whole. = Having once
fairly grappled with the-problem, he will
undotbtedly have somesolution or other of
it on the cards before Tong, should his health
and strength allow him to continue the
effort. Should foreign and Indian affairs
continue quiet, and should the condition of
Ireland keep improving, the 'grand old
tatesman will be prettysure to leave an-
other legislative monument among the
nuinber of those that are already standing
to keep his name before posterity.

-A HINT FROM MONTREAL.

It is not greatly to Toronto’s credit that
the ci‘y’s moneyed men should be so far
bebind those of Montreal in taking hold of
manufacturing enterprises. In the report
of a meeting' of the Montreal cotton com-
pany, the other day, the names of Sir Hugh
Allan, Hon. A. W. Ogilvie, and Messrs.
A. F. Gault, M. H. Gault, E. K. Greene,
and other prominent citizens appear in the
list of those preseut, Sir Hugh Allan, by
the way, is a stockholder in a ‘dozen or
more’manufacturing companies ; while Mr.
George Stephen, the head of the syndicate,
probably holds more of the stocks of various
manufacturing concerns than any other
man in Canada. The aggregate of manu-
facturing stock held by Montreal.men, of

them on. a very large scale, besides a’ t!nrd'
which is only a little" one.
how promptly Hamilton ‘men took advan-

tuge of the *boom” in cotton factories,
while the Toronto first cotton factory is still
to come. Let us hope that the novelty of a
large cotton factory actually running in To-
ronto may refresh the eyes of our citizens
ere much longer time. shall have passed.
It shows the confidence felt by Montreal busi-
ness men in the future of the'cotton manu-
facture that, at the meeting above referred
to, it was decided. to double the capacity
of the company’s mill, which is sitvated at
Valleytield, on the Beauharnois canal. The
mill has now 35,000 spindles ; it will have
70,000 when’ the new extension has been
completed, making it equal to the Hoche-
laga mill, at present the largest in Canada.
It would certainly be for Toronto’s benefit

Mr.J. W. Langmuir, who has proved

himself a competent inspector of the asy-

lums, prisons, jails and charities of the

province, resigns that post to take the

management of the trust company.

The present large importation of
both hay and /potatoes into the United
States indicates the great want of rain ex-
perienced last .summer over extepsive
regions south of the border. j

NEW YORK'S OLDEST JOURNALIST.
(Prom the New York Tribune of Monday.)
On Wednesday next, the 8th inst.;, the

last survivor of the old school of New York
editors, General James Watson Webb, of
the ‘old Courier and Enquirer, will be
eighty years of age. Though burdened
with some of the infirmities that accompany
sachadvanced years, he is still a hale and
bandsome old man, with the promise of
many peaceful and happy days to come.
General Webb wae, in active journalism,
the _contemporary - of Bryant,  Bennett,
Greeley wdq;‘symond in this city, and of
Weed in-Albany. 'All - of these, “save ‘the
last, are gone; and it seems strange now
that General Webb should’ be, with two
exceptions, the youngest of them all. Bryant
was born in 1794, Bennett in 1795, Webb
in 1780, Greeley in 1811, and- Raymend in
1820. ' The most venerable of'the whole list,

 Mr. Thurlow Weed, still remains in the tull
exercise of his intellectual faculties, and
with more physical vigor than many a man
of half his age, Mr. Weed was born in
1797—being ‘thus five years the senior of
General Webb. The two veteran whig
journalists , retain the warm friendship of
their earlier days, and are almost the only
examples left us of the school they may be
said to have founded.. Of all our noted
old New “Yorkers, scarcely oune takes prece-
dence of them, ‘save Peter Cooper, who 'was
born six years earlier than Mr, Weed and
eleven years earlier than General Webb,
Of the long journalistic and political career
of the veteran who reaches his eightieth
year two days hence, thisis not the time to
speak ; but in these days of wild declara-
tion that the United States ought to have
no foreign policy and no care for events any-
where else on this continent, it is interest-
ing to recall the fact that General Wehb
negotiated the secret treaty with the third
Napoleon, under which the French troops
left Mexico.
