The M. E. Church in the South.

The Methodist Episcopal church south
is next to the largest of all the Metho-
dist hodies in the world. The general con-
ference has just closed at Nashville, and
the policy of the denominations on several

questions was then settled for at least four
years to come, It refused to change the
discipline so as to make women eligible as
Sunday school superintendents. It peti-
tioned congress against the carrying of mails
on Sunday. It declined to amend the
general rule forbidding the use of intoxicat-
ing beverages, so as to make it also prohibit
their manufacture and sale ; but it inveighed
against intemperance, and proved that
dealers in alcoholic drinks might be pro-
ceeded against under the law of the church
relating to imprudent conduct. As to the
marriage of persous divorced for other
causes than adultery. the vote was unani-
mous that no preacher ought to officiate in
such cuses ; but it was decided not to put
amy provision in the discipline on the sub-
ject. In the matter of amnsements, a
strenuous effort was made toput all dancing,
theatricals, circuses, and card playing under
a ban; but it failed, and the law, which
leaves such diversions to be dealt with by
the local churches, was left unaltered. In-
dulging in tobacco was not forbidden, but a
resolution was passed deprecating an in-
temperate use of the weed. The use of the
revised New Testament in Sunday schools
was ordered to be discontinued. A proposi-
tion to assess all members equally for the
support of the church, and expel those
who refused to pay when able to do so, was
rejected. The denomination was asked to
celebrate the centennial of Episcopal Metko-
dism, in 1884, by contributing $2,000,000
to be applied to missions, education and
church extensigh.

A Curious Find Near Bombay.
What was supposed to be the ruins of an
old fort pear Bombay has recently been

discovered to be a Buddhist burial bound.
On being opened there was found in the
centre a small brick chamber nearly three
fect square.  Three feet from the top of
the chamber was found a dark circular stone
box about a foot and a half high and two
feet across, the top and bottom slightly
convex. On lifting the lid thére was, thick
with earth and verdigris, a central some-
what - egg-shaped copper-casket, about six
inches high and eighteen round the mid-
dle.  About two inches from the casket
there was a circle of eight copper images
of seated Buddhas, each about four inches
high and two inches across. Inside of the
copper casket was a silver casket, inside of

THE BULD IRISH LEADERS

PITCH INTO HARCOURT, FORSTER
AND GOVERNMENT MEASUKES
e
Satisfied With Nothing- The Repression
Bill Advanced a Stage—Earl Cowper
on the Release of the Suspects.

Lonpox, June 6.—In the bouse of com_
mons last night Sir Vernoylarcourt stated
that if there wera only one reader of
0’Donovan Rossa’s paper, the crime pre-
vention act‘ would necessarily deal with
him, The statement provoked an irrelevant
demonstration from the Irish benches.
Healy taunted Harcourt with advertising
Rossa for his uwn purposes. He said that
Rossa’s papers would have been dead three
manths ago if Harcourt eould refrain from
making his attacks.. He said Rossa was
as necessary to Harcourt as Harcourt was
to Rossa. The house laaghed heartily at
these words. Harcourt showed how badly
he was hit by his surly demeanor on the

treasury bench.
In the house last pight Harcourt con-

sented to insert in the repression bill pro-
visions assuring a prompt trial, causing the
judges for the special conrt to be selected
by ballot instead of being’ appointed, and
obliging the judges to state the reason for

conwi¢tidn in open court.

The house of commons resumed con-
sideration of the repression bill this even.
ing, taking up clause 3, prescribing the
manner of the constitution of the court of
criminal appeal. ~Kedmond moved an
amendment that in questions of fact the
determination of appeals shall rest upon the
unanimity of the judges. Rejected. Har-
court said the government was willing to
insert a provision'to assi8t poor - prisoners
desiring to appeal. The third clause pass-
ed by 82 to 29. The foarth clause, provid-
ing that persons guilty of mtjmi«iation shall
be guilty of an offence against this act
was taken up. Healy moved an amend-
ment requiring in thecases of intimidagon
the person aggrieved shall complain, Dil.
lion and Parnell supported the amend-
ment. Harcourt opposed it. It was re-
jected by 219 to 27.

O'Kelly referred to the address of Fors-
ter’s as an infernal speech.

GVITEAU AND THE GALIOWS,

Reed’s Last Motion Unsuccewsful — The
Murderer f£ays the President will
Save Him.

WasHiNaTON, June 6,—Reed this morn-

ing appeared before Judge Wylie and read
a motion setting forth the lst, 2d, 4vh, 5th,
7th, and 8th counts of the indictment
against Guiteau which allege that Garfield
died in the District of -Columbia. The
other counts allege he died in New Jersey.
The undisputed record shows Garfield died’
in New Jersey. The verdict of the jary
was a general verdict of guilty on all coungs..
The judgment of the court was s general
judgment without specifying the _;‘nx&cu-“
lar counts. The judgment should have
been specially rendered upon the counts of
the indictment suppocted by the evidence
and not generally upon the entire indict-
ment. The defendant lms a lawiul right to

a truthful record and should not be embar-
rassed or jeopardized by a false record. The
motion prays that the record and judgement
be corrected so as toshow and conform to
the facts appearing om the record in the
cause. Reed said he was pressed for time,
as Guiteau was sentenced to be executed
June 30, and he had other motions in view
which necessitated a clean record.

Judge Wylie enquired what he was ex-
pected to do.

Reed replied he wanted him to correct
the record. It was simply a motion to
modify thé existing record.

The district attorney said this same
motion was made before the court in general
term. ’

Reed indignantly denied this, and asked
Corkhill if. he was prepared to deny his
right to have a correction made when he
knew it could do the governmentmno harm.
If denied, it would greatly ewbarrass him
n his further proceedings. He appealed
to the court in the name of his poor client
who sat looking upon the gallows, o amend
the record which he denounced as a lie.

After hearing the authorities read and
frequently interrupting the speaker to point
out their inapplicability, Judge Wiylie said
he was tompelled to deny the motion,
He did not question the power of  the
court to correct its record, but it was not
for him sitting in another term and hav-
ing no personal knowledge of the record
to undertake to amend it. The general
verdict was based upon the good counts in
that indictment, the court. in passing
sentence shutting its} eyes to. the vicious
counts. ;

Reed argued further in support of his
motion claiming Davidge in the course of
the trial transceded his right to have the
record corrected, but the court- held the
matter excepted to was wholly imma-
terial and he should be compelled to deny
the motion. ;

Reed said he was glad this did mot cut
him off ; it only embarrassed him. He
was glad the court decided it had power to
grant the motion even though it refused to
doso. It proved the correctnesa of his
position. Reed then made several sarcas-
tic allnsions to the district attorney.

Guiteau received with outward compos-
ure the anuouncement of the failure of the
last effort of Reed to secure a rehearing of
his case. He denounced the court |in
as cowards and cranks and said God had
revealed to him he was to be taken care
of. God, he said, works through human
agencies and President Arthur is to be the
agent to save him if necessary.

Reed has not yet given up the case. He
contemplates further action.

- The company had already sold
a large quantity of land there at $20 per
foot, and a large portion of the ravine had
been sold for $10 per foot. The land which
the company offered to the city free of ex-
pense cost $1400 per acre. The value of
the land would be greatly in excess of the
cost of the bridge. The directors addressed
the committee to the same effect, and the
matter was referred to Ald.
