London, June 9.—Mr. Gladstone, a few 
minutes after 4 .this afternoon, entered the 
house of commons. His appearance was 
that of a firm man, perfectly undisturbed. 
He at once proceeded to the speaker’s 
desk and entered into conversation with 
Mr. Peel. During the conversation the 
premier was evidently in bright spirits. 
H* was loudly cheered by the radical 
members when he seated himself in his 
usual place, 
seemed to enthuse his admirers and the 
chamber was fairly rent with cheer after 
sheer until the applause became an 
ovation. *

At last Mr Gladstone arose in deference 
to the greeting. He Said the cabinet on 
assembling to-day thought they were under 
an obligation to submit a dutiful commu­
nication to the queen. [Cheers.] It would 
be premature on hie part to enter into 
particulars concerning the nature of the 
communication just now. He would say,

* however, that as on former occasions a 
few days must elapse before the result of 
that communication could be arrived at so 
as to be made known to the house. Dur­
ing the interval the house would follow 
its usual custom in refraining from the 
transaction of ordinary business, and he 
would move that the house on rising do 
adjourn until Friday.

developed child. The Incision was care­
fully stitched and the patient is successful­
ly surviving the operation. No explana­
tion ef the phenomenon is attempted.

Ottawa, June 9.—The steamboat Peer, 
leu, running between Ottawa and Gren­
ville and forming one of the steamship 
passenger line between this city and Mon- 
treal, was burned to-day.
