“Local coal dealers knew nothing about 
the reported collapse of !>e Reading 
bme beyond what we have seen in the news­
papers,” said Mr. Noel Marshall of theC. J. 
Smith Company to The World Young Man 
yesterday, “What effect it will have on 
prices we cannot say. One thing seems 
certain, there will be no change till the 
spring, when we make our contracts for the 
next season. But then, the reported col­
lapse may only have been got up to avoid 
the law. There is no telling.

“The extreme weather we are having 
now is causing such an enormous consump­
tion of coal that there is not the slightest 
hope of a reduction in the near future. 
Local dealers are experiencing a good deal 
of difficulty in supplying their customers.”
