Evidence That the Oamperdown Took 
Too Large * Circle.

Valrtta, July 22.—At to-day’s session 
of the court martial appointed to enquire 
into the loss of the Victoria Captain 
Arthur VV. Moore of the Dreadnaught was 
tbe first witness called.

He said he thought before the 
collision that the Oamperdown was making 
a bad turn. The Victoria seemed to be 
turning quicker than the Oamperdown. 
The circle in which the latter was turning 
was larger than he should have expected.

He thought that the signal from tbe 
Victoria ordering that the small boats of 
the other vessels of the' fleet should not 
be sent to the Victoria was a wise one, as 
small boats might have been drawn down 
in the suction caused by the Victoria when 
she sank.

When the Victoria made the signal for 
the manœuvre he expected that some novel 
and interesting evolution was to be per­
formed; nevertheless, he added, he did not 
understand the signal.

Other testimony was given showing 
that Vice-Admiral Tryon had been suffer­
ing from an ulcer on the leg for a month 
previous to the disaster.
