GUNMEN STAGE
DUEL TO DEATH

Two-Gun Men of West ““Shoot It
Out.”

FIGHT OVER WATER HOLE

Few Remaining Two-Gun Men In
Desert Country.

SAN BERNARDINOQ, Cal, Nov. 11.—
(Associated Press Dispatch.) — Matt
Burts and Bill Roberts, two of the few
remaining two-gun men of the weird
desert vastness that centers at Govern-
ment holes, have met and ‘‘shot it out.”
Both died with their “boots on’’ in this
last stand of the old type gunmen in
Southern California. The scene was 230
miles northeast of San Bernardino, in
the wild region near where Nevada,
Arizona and California ‘have common
boundary line at the Colorado River,

It was a duel possibly over a water
hole which ended in the double tragedy.
Roberts reécently was employed as fore-
man of the Rock Springs Cattle Com-
pany because he was ‘“‘a man who
wouldn’t run.” For many years fore-
men of the big cattle range that reaches
for 30 miles among the bleak hills of
California’s last frontier had been ‘“run
out” by gunmen.- Recently Roberts re-
turned to the ranch house and found
that during his absence in the night 13
bullet holes had been put through the
house. It had happened many other
times to Roberts’ predecessors.

Apparently Burts and Roberts met at
Roberts’ house and neither would run.
Six-shooters went into action and both
fell.

DENIES MOTION FOR
MISTRIAL IN MURDER
CHARGE AT DETROIT

DETROIT, Nov. 1l1.—Judge Murphy,
in recorders’ court to-day, denied a
motion by Clarence Darrow, of defense
counsel, that a mistrial be declared
in the trial of Dr. H. O. Sweet, his
wife and nine other negroes for the
murder of Leon F. Breiner, on Septem-
ber 9, during a riot started when the
Sweets moved into a white neighbor-
hood.

The motion was on the premise that
the jury may have been influenced by
the collapse in the courtroom on Mon-
day of Breiner's widow.

TWO KILLED, 35 HURT
IN MOTOR ACCIDENT

CINCINNATI, Nov. 11. — Ann Lee
Smith, 16, and Eleanor Mortashed, 15,
two of the 87 Harrison, Ohio, High
School students injured to-day when a
truck ran over an embankment into a
creek mnear Westwood, Ohio, died at
the General Hospital here to-night.

Seven of the accident victims are in
critical condition, hospital physicians
said to-night.

The truck was going’down a steep
hill when the driver suddenly lost con-
trol, Two brakes failed to work and
the truck careened for a short dis-
tance, then leaped over the embank-
ment and fell 30 feet against a con-
crete abutment in the bed of the creek.
Seven of the children were thrown into
the water and others had to be ex-
tracted from the machine. They were
taken to the hospital with fractured
arms and’ legs, severe body lacerations
and head injuries.

from the league, and that might have
been a death blow to it.”

Although coming as a shock, he con-
tinued, the decision compelled the
peoples of Europe to try to work cut
their own salvation, contending against
an atmosphere of distrust which he
likened to the “nightmare’ stage of
European history.

“But I would like to tell you Lhis,
gentlemen,”” he added, “affairs in
Llurope are on the mend.”

Foreign Minister Informs League
Regarding Security Pact

BASED ON LOCARNO TREATY
Peace In Balkans Essential To

European Harmony

GENEVA, Nov. 12 — @Associated
Press Cable).—Greece has officially in-
formed the League of Nations that
she would welcome a Balkan security
and compulsory arbitration pact along
the lines of the pact for . Western
Europe negotiated at Locarno.

Word reached Athens recently that
the league secretariat was preparing
the draft of such a pact. Sir Eric
Drummond, the league's secretary-
general, informed Greece that the re-
port was erroneous, but the Greek for-
eign minister telegraphed the league
stating that the beneficial effects of
such a pact were obvious.

“Greece will support any measure
eading to settlement of disputes by
consolidating the peace of Europe, of
which peace in the Balkans is the
first and most essential condition,” the
telegram sald.

League circles forecast negotiations
for a Balkan security pact when the
recent Greco-Bulgarian conflict is en-
tirely liquidated.

CMNGER DEATH
BATE I RS

Statistics Published In London,

Eng., Show.
INTEREST IN BELL CLAIM

Warn Against Attaching Too
Much Importance.

BY HERBERT BAILEY.
Special Cable to London Free Press.
LONDON, Nov. 12.—The widest pos-

sible publicity has been given here to
the address of Prof. William Blair Bell,
of Liverpool, before the Toronto
Academy of Medicine on a cure for
cancer and it has arcused widespread
discussion. At the same time the
statistice published to-day for ihe
County of London show that the death
rate from cancer is still rising. Last
vear 6,483 persons in London died from
cancer, an increase of 137, the rate in-
creasing from 1.21 per 1,000 to 1.42 in
four years. The general death rate of
London has also risen by 4,000, ithe
births being down to 6,515, and tae in-
creasing importance of the discovery
some way to check cancer is em-
phasized.

CLAIM OF INTEREST.

LONDON, Nov. 12.—(Canadian Press
Cable.)—While admitting that ' the
claim made in Toronto by Prof. W.
Blair Bell, of Liverpool, that he had
cured a number of cancer cases by che
injection of lead is of great interest,
medical authorities interviewed by The
Daily Chronicle warn the public against
attaching too much importance to it
at the present stage. They say it has
been known that Prof. Bell has be=sn
making experiments in lead treatment
of cancer, but it is understood that up
to the present time h2 has not comé
into general conference with the lead-
ing members of the medical profession,
who are engaged in cancer research. nor
has he placed the results of his experi-
ments before the chief bodies engaged
in seeking a cure for the malady.

A detailed report of Dr. Bell's ex-
veriments will be awaited with in-
terest.

The Morning Post, in connection with
Dr. Bell's address to the Toron:o
Academy of Medicine, in which he an-
nounced his discovery of the lead treat-
ment for cancer, putlishes aetalls or
the radium treatment of cancer, which
is used in Westminster Hospital, and
which, it is claimed, has removed can-
cerous growths in a number of appar-
ently hopeless cases. The name of the
surgeon who has accomplished this is
not mentioned by The Post. It is sald
to have been proved that the “right
dose” of radium has killed cancer, but
it now remains to be ascertained what
is the right amount of radium to be
used in all cancer cases, the proper dis-
tribution of the radium and the precise
moment and period of its application.
COMPARE IN FIVE YEARS.

The surgeons referred to claims that
cancerous patients have left Westmin-,
ster Hospital without a trace of ~au-
cerous tumor after having received the
radium treatment, but they have had to
return at intervals for examination. In

to compare the apparently successful
radlum treatments with surgically-
treated cancer cases.

W. Blair Bell's claim that he has cured
a number of cancee cases by lead treat-
ment and The Gua.,dian notes that !n
connection with Prof. Bell's exper:-
ments the proportion of cases in whish
there has been no recrudescence ob-
served is not given.

“We are warned that the creatment
is only less dangerous than the disease,*
The Guardian says. “Nobody who
knows the dreadful results in paralysts
and cerebral inflammation that wmay tor-
low lead poisoning will be disposed te
underrate such warnings. The layman
will be disposed to ask if lead workers,
in whose systems traces of tnis metal
often are present, are less liable to
cancer than their fellows.”

HAMILTON, Nov. 12 — Senator
George Lynch Staunton, in referring to
the political situation at Ottawa, raised
the point yesterday that the political
death of a federal prime minister auto-
matically results in the non-existence
of his Government, because the prime
minister is virtually the government,
as he is the sole means of communica-
tion between the crown and the cabinet.

A prime minister, Senator Staunton
continued, has been entrusted by the
crown with the duty of organizing a
government. In the eyes of ‘the crown
he is virtually the Government. No
other Cabinet ‘minister can take his
place. Should the prime minister die
the Government automatically goes out
of existence and a new one must be
formed.

But the prime minister must have a
seat in Parliament, Senator Staunton
contends. One who is not a member of
either House of Parliament cannot be
prime minister.

T.&N.0. TORID
THE ROUYN GAMP

Will Provide Transportation By
Sleighs From Ontario Border

PREMIER’S STATEMENT

Railroad Is Now Built To Quebec
Boundary

Special to The Free Press.

TORONTO, Nov. 11.—Transportation
gervice for the Rouyn mining district
of Quebec is to be made available dur-
ing the coming winter by the Temis-
kaming and Nogthern Ontario Railway,
according to an announcement made
to-day at the Parliament buildings by

Premier Ferguson.

The needs of the Rouyn territory
were originally to have been served by
a T. and N. O. spur built right into
the camp, but Quebec opposition caused
the Ontario Government railway to stop
at the provincial boundary line, and the
question of further gervice was left to
the C. N. R., which has called for
tenders, but will not be in a position
to give service for a considerable
period yvet. The T. and N. 0. mean-
while has built its line to the Quebec
border and is prepared to furnlh.ixr
the immediate future a service which
will care for the needs of the distrlc‘t,
teams and good roads being requisi-
tioned to haul freight and supplies from
the end of steel into Rouyn itself.

OF VITAL IMPORTANCE.

Railway service for the Rouyn dis-
trict during the present winter is a
matter of vital importance to the in-
terests concerned in the district’s de-
velopment and numerous querles as to
just what service the T. and N. O.
could render have been made recently
to the prime minister, Answering these
inquiries, Mr. Ferguson to-day issued
the following statement:

“The T. and N. O. Railway commis-
sion has had a great many inquiries
from business interests as tg the posi-
tion we will be in to give them service.
We will be operating right to the Que-
bec boundary. We are now building a
station which will be very shortly com-
pleted. There will be a couple of
boarding houses and accommodation. for
people. There is a sleigh road from
there into the Rouyn that will serve
the mining district. I understand that
plenty of teams will be available to
convey passengers and freight, and, as
the roads are very good, service will
be reasonably rapid. This will be a
great advantage to the mining camp
in securing supplies, as well as the
shippers and general business pur-
poses.”
