Cape 
farmers have had a hard seige of 
four years crop failure.

Yarmouth, July 3.—In Yarmouth county 
the hay crop is light this year and w ill 
probably be twenty-five per cent, short of 
the average crop. Grain of all kinds are 
doing well and the root crops generally, 
other than potatoes, have a good prospect. 
The potato crop will be from thirty to 
fourty per cent, short of the average, owing 
to a failure in vitality of seed used in some 
places. The fruit trees look well and the 
crop promises to be a large one. The small 
fruit trees are better than the average, the «« 
recent rains having greatly improved the 
strawberries which are now coming into 
market, in good condition. All crops are 
just about as far advanced as usual. 
Ploughing began about April 10th. Light 
frost kept up pretty late in the season, but 
on the whole no serious damage was done, 
nor was vegetation generally retarded. The 
pasture has been exceptionally good.

Antigonish, July 2.—All last week the 
weather had been dark, and rain fell in large 
quantities. Now that we have warmth and 
sunshine, the prospçcts for abundant crops 
are good. There seemed to be death in the 
grass crap a little while ago, but now it 
comes forth in “ leaps and bounds.” It is 
remarkable what a change the grass crop 
undergoes in this part of the country in a 
few weeks. XX’ith a continuation of the 

, present conditions of warmth, rain and sun­
shine, the grass crop will be above the 
average. There was a partial failure of 
crops for the past four years and our farm- 

were obliged to import large quantities 
of hay and seed. In an agricultural county 
like ours this is to be regretted and we have 
the promise of an unusually good yield this 
season. The grain and root crops for the 
time of the year are fairly well advanced. 
The fishermen along the coast had a fairly 
good catch of lobsters and prices ranged 
higher than for years. The early catch of 
salmon was good, but the storm of last w eek 
did considerable damage to nets and the 
catch since has not been so good. XX'e have 
seen some finé mackerel in the market for 
the past few days, commanding the price of 
12 cents a piece.

XVindsor, July 4.—The grass which in 
the latter part of May and first week in 
June gave promise of an average crop of 
hay is now looking finely. The recent 
rains have been beneficial, and from every 
quarter comes the report that the yield of 
hay this year will be above the average. 
Oats are reported as coming along well and 
the farmers have every reason to be assured 
of a good yield. Potatoes are showing 
great thrift in growth, and as more acres 
than usual arc planted this season, an abun­
dant crop is predicted. The potato bugs 
in some sections have appeared in greater 
numbers than usual, but the farmers have 
found in Bennett’s mixture an article most 
effective in tho wholesale destruction of 
these pests. Some thousands of the mix­
ture have been disposed of by the proprie­
tor, James A. Bennett at his manufacturing 
establishment in Windsor. Roots of all 
kinds give fair promise of a large yield. It 
is generally reported that apples are doing 
well and an average crop is looked for. 
Pears and pjums are also looking well and 
the yield it is thought will be fully an aver­
age one. Strawberries both wilcfand culti­
vated are plentiful, and find a ready 
market. All classes of people in this sec­
tion of the province are jubilant over the 
reduction in sugar. Those who have straw­
berries to sell report that the demand ex­
ceeds by far any former years, and they 
openly attribute it to everyone being able 
to get twenty pounds of first class preser- 

for one dollar. All kinds of dry 
groceries were pever cheaper 

than they are this season and with every 
prospect of excellent returns from the farm, 
the people in this section of Nova Scotia 

thoroughly contented. In the town of 
XVindsor there is not a man but who can 
find ready employment and good wages, 
and everywhere over XX7est Hants, thrift 
and happiness is seen.

Truro, July 3 —So far as heard the hay 
crop will be a good one, the recent rains 
having helped it very much. The grain 
and other crops are not sufficiently devel­
oped to report accurately.

Kingston, July'4.—Hay is fair ; grain 
fair ; potatoes and vegetables good. Plums 
short. Apples bid fair to be a good crop. 
They have set well, which is a good sign. 
The hay crop will likely turn out to be 
heavier than anticipated, owing to lateness 
of season. —Halifax Herald.
