Value of Eggs as Food.

Six large eggs will weigh about a pound. 
As a flesh producer, one pound of eggs is 
equal to one pound of beef. About one-third 
of the weight of an egg is solid nutriment, 
which is more than can be said of meat. 
There are no bones and tough pieces that 
have to be laid aside. Practically, an egg is 
animal food and yet there is none of the 
disagreeable work of the butcher necessary 
to obtain it.

Eggs at average prices are among the 
cheapest and most nutritious articles of diet. 
Like milk, an egg is a complete food in itself, 
containing everything necessary for the de­
velopment of a perfect animal. It is also 
easily digested if not damaged in cooking, 
indeed there is no more concentrated and 
nourishing food than eggs. The album, oil, 
and saline matter are, as in milk, in the 
right proportion for sustaining animal life.

The valuable or important salts are con­
tained in the yolk, and hence this portion of 
the egg is the most nseful in some forms of 
disease. A weakly person in whom nerve 
force is deficient, and the blood impoverish­
ed, may take the yolk of eggs with advan­
tage. The iron and phosphoric compounds 
are in a condition to be easily assimilated, 
and although hemœopathic in quantity, 
nevertheless exert a marked influence on 
the system. The yolks of eggs, containing 
as they do, less albumen, are not so injuri­
ously affected by heat as tlie whites, and a 
hard-boiled yolk may be usually eaten by 
invalids without inconvenience.

A boiled egg being easier of digestion than 
meat, supplies a means of graduating the 
amount of nourishment.
Guinon de Reyniere, who consecrated his life 
to studying the delicacies of the table, affirms 
in his Almanach des Gourmands, that eggs 
can be served in more than 600 ways, and a 
book is published in London by a French cook 
which gives 150 receipts for cooking eggs.

iNova Scotia anti United States.—This is the way to build a small aud 
cheap creamery that will keep milk cool in 
summer and prevent it freezing in winter: 
Provide a tank twenty inches deep aud of a 
size corresponding to the quantity.of milk. 
Build your dairy house around the tank. 
Use 2x4 scantling for frame, tack tar paper 
to both sides, and nail boards over the tar 
paper. Ceil it overhead, and you have a 
good dairy house for any time of year. Set 
the milk cans in the tank of water. In the 
summer let the wind mill run in fresh water 
to cool the water in the tank; in the winter 
let it run in fresh water to warm the water 
in the tank. It is a rule which works both 
ways. Suppose you lake your milk to a 
separator. Set it in the tank and it will 
keep sweet and pure. Suppose you sell 
cream. Skim iu twi my four hours, or in 
very cold weather in twelve hours. There, 
need be no frozen cream. Hang the door 
with spring butts, so that it will close itself, 
and if in au exposed situation hang a storm 
door outside in the same way. In c ise of 
an unusual cold spell, should it prove that 
the building is not frost proof, push the cans 
beneath the surface and fasten them down; 
thin ice may form above the milk, but no 
harm will be done.
